“The soul desires admission to paradise, but its sins keep it out” (Ukrainian proverb)

Dearly Beloved Brothers and Sisters
in Christ Jesus,

The Nativity of Christ and the Holy
Theophany festal period came and ended

The Holy Church at this time of Great
Lent calls us, the faithful, to reflect upon
our spiritual life. After comparing our life
with the teachings of God’'s Ten
Commandments, the Lord's sermon about

quickly. We celebrated these great and joyous
feast days through numerous traditions
fostered by our fore bearers throughout
many centuries. Their beauty expresses our
joy and gratitude to the Most High that He,
“..s0 loved the world that He gave His Only-
Begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him
should not perish but have everlasting
life.”(John 3:16)

Following the baptism by John the
Baptist in the Jordan, Jesus Christ sets out to
preach to the people and teaches them about
love towards God and one's neighbour. With
every day and every step He gets closer to
Golgotha, where for the sake of our salvation,
He endures terrible suffering, humiliation and
ultimately gives His life, “..as a ransom to death, in which we
were held captive and sold under sin. Descending through the
Cross into Hades — that He might fill all things with Himself —
He loosed the pangs of death. He arose on the third day,
having made for all flesh a path to the resurrection from the
dead..”. (Liturgy of St. Basil the Great)

Conquering death through His Holy Resurrection, Christ
opens the door to eternal salvation to everyone who believes
in Him, denies himself, takes up his cross and follows Hm. God
draws closer to His creation by delivering-up His own Son to
torture and death. He came to seek the “lost coin” (Luke 15:8-
10 — the sinner who repents), so that, the one, which had died
was alive again, what was lost was found. But He also calls us
to draw nearer to Him. He encourages us to choose the path
of salvation voluntarily because no person can be saved against
his or her own will. “Take My yoke upon you and learn from
Me, for | am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest
for your souls.” (Matthew 11:29)

Not all heard the Lord's call, but those who did hear
Christ’s preaching during the time of His earthly sojourn or
hear it today could not and cannot achieve a greater intimacy
with Christ. Not all who listen to the word of God do so with
an open heart that they may understand it. Others, though
understanding, refuse God's invitation because they have other
earthly priorities. Still others, even if they desire salvation, cannot,
because of their sinfulness, enter into a closer relationship with
God.

“the blessed” and the highest standard of
love — the commandment to “love your
enemies” — we are called to condemn
our deeds and to repent. This process
requires a spiritual rebirth, sighing and tears.
[t is not easy for one who is supposed to
be a leader in the family, at work and in
society to demonstrate such humility as
to ask forgiveness from one’s neighbour
for one’s transgressions. To aid us the Holy
Church offers us parables and teachings
from the Holy Scriptures that help us to
overcome our pride, change the course
of our life and having come to terms
with God and our neighbour, enter into a
state of blessedness. “'Blessed are the
poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of
heaven.”(Matthew 5:3). We are called to fast. The restriction
of quality and quantity of foods helps the soul subjugate the
flesh and dull its passions. A true fast demands modesty and
restricting all aspects of our life to the minimum. A true fast
encourages us to share our wealth with those in need.

The Holy Church facilitates a deeper level of
communication with God through the theme of repentance in
our liturgical services and the minor musical mode of our
Lenten chants. If we wish to be closer to God and our neighbour
and attain eternal life in the mansions of the Lord we cannot
allow secular responsibilities and any form of entertainment in
this world to squeeze God out of our lives. The cares of this
world, great and small, require our attention and we have an
obligation to work for the greater good. But, we should not
forget that God is above all and without Him we cannot
achieve anything worthwhile.

Dear Brothers and Sisters, we greet you with the
beginning of Great Lent and hope that you would avail
yourselves of all the possibilities and opportunities to cleanse
yourselves of your sins and embark on a new, more meaningful
life, through which your treasure will be gathered in heaven.
Let us remember that the Lord accompanies us in time of war,
economic crisis or in the complex circumstances of family life.
He understands our tribulations and helps us to meet the
challenges of everyday life. He assures us with these words,
“.and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the
age.”(Matthew 28:20) (Conclusion on p. 5)

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METROPOLITAN COUNCIL MEETS IN ANNUAL SESSION
AT METROPOLIA CENTER

Our Ukrainian Orthodox
Church of the USA Board of
Trustees — the Metropolitan
Council — held its annual meeting
in the Ukrainian Cultural Center,
Somerset, NJ on 30-31 January
2009 to set the budget for the
current fiscal year and to discuss
the life of the Church during the
very difficult economic circum-
stances the entire nation is
enduring.

Metropolitan Constan- |
tine opened the annual session
and expressed his gratitude to
God Almighty that he was
blessed to be present at the |
meeting and to have the
opportunity once again to work
so closely with the dedicated members of the Council, who all
volunteer their time energy to God in service to the Body of Christ
— our Holy Ukrainian Orthodox Church. He welcomed the Council
Members — Archbishop Antony, Bishop Daniel, Protopresbyters Frank
Esotocin and Taras Chubenko, V. Rev. Fathers Robert Holet, Michael
Kochis, Taras Naumenko, Timothy Tomson, Rev. Fr. Robert Popichak,
Eng. Emil Skocypec, Dr. George Krywolap, Dr. Gayle Woloschak, Dr.
Paul Micevych, Helen Boyko-Greenleaf, Michael Kapeluck, Olga
Coffey, Atty. Oleh Bilynsky, Nadia Mirchuk and Protodeacon Dr.
Ihor Mahlay. Also present at the meeting were Alternate to the
Council, V. Rev. Jakiw Norton, Eng. Michael Heretz and Subdeacon
Richard Jendras.

The Metropolitan commented on the conclusion of an
extremely important and spiritually rewarding year in Church life
with the consecration at St. Vladimir Cathedral, Parma, OH of a
new Bishop in the person of Bishop Daniel (Zelinsky) in May and
one month later the consecration of the newly constructed All
Saints Camp Chapel of St. Thomas the Apostle. The Chapel was a
gift to our Church from the estate of Thomas Tychonia by his
sisters, Olga and Alice Tychonia of St. Nicholas Parish, Troy, NY.
These two events served as a spiritual renewal for not only the
500 who attended each, but for the entire Church membership.
The Metropolitan invited all the Council members to participate in
the enthronement of Bishop Daniel as Ruling Bishop of the Western
Eparchy scheduled to take place on 7 February 2009 at St.
Volodymyr Cathedral, Chicago, IL.

The visit of His All-Holiness Patriarch Bartholomew | to
Ukraine in the summer of 2008 was another event, which filled the
faithful of our Church here in the USA and throughout Ukraine
with much hope for the possible resolution of the lack of
ecclesiastical unity in Ukraine. It is the Metropolitan’s belief that
this visit had a very positive effect upon Church life in Ukraine and
events, which have followed have all pointed to a new willingness
on the part of all involved to move closer to that unity. The
remaining problems and obstacles to full unity continue to be very
significant, but the apparent will on the part of the various hierarchs
to begin discussions with each other is a major step forward. Much
of what is taking place will not be made public because doing so
would undoubtedly do more to lengthen the disunity than to
expedite it. The Metropolitan has had conversations with a number
of hierarchs in Ukraine concerning these matters.

The 75™ anniversary of the
Holodomor — Genocidal Famine of
1932-33 in Ukraine — was
commemorated with the parti-
cipation of our hierarchs and clergy
throughout the USA. Archbishop
Antony, along with Metropolitan
Stefan of the Ukrainian Catholic
Church, led the annual
commemoration — the eighteenth
consecutive year — of the famine
at St. Patrick Cathedral in New York
City; Metropolitan Constantine,
along with Ukrainian Catholic
Bishop John led the comme-
moration at Our Lady of Angels
Cathedral, Los Angeles, CA and
Bishop Daniel, along with Bishop
Richard of the Ukrainian Catholic
Church, led the commemoration at Holy Name Cathedral, Chicago,
IL. Finally, in November, Metropolitan Constantine and Metropolitan
Stefan dedicated the site of the National Holodomor Memorial near
the US Capitol Building and Union Station in Washington, D. C.

The Metropolitan commented on the economic distress in
which the United States finds itself and the effect this situation has
had on our Church, as well. Our parishes and faithful must be
made more aware of what is accomplished by this Council, our
Consistory and the central Church organizations so that they are
aware of the funding necessary to continue these efforts.

In his remarks, Archbishop Antony concentrated specifically
on the condition of Church finances and stressed the need for this
Council to make the significant decisions necessary to enable the
administration and various ministries to continue. He stressed the
"“to continue” portion of his remarks in order to impress upon everyone
present the seriousness of the current situation. The Archbishop
expressed his gratitude before the Council members to the Consistory
members and his entire staff for their efforts during the past year,
in spite of budget cuts. These, the Archbishop stated, are people
who give far more than they receive to the ministries they conduct.
The Consistory staff members are compensated for their contributions,
but far below the “normal” rate of compensation in American society.
Most of the Directors of our Consistory Offices of Ministry are not
compensated and are so dedicated to their efforts. The Archbishop
expressed deep sadness at the recent death of Ihumen Gregory
(Woolfenden) after a brief battle with cancer and informed the
Council of the resignation of Stephen Sheptak as All Saints Camp
Administrator, due to health reasons. He asked all present to keep
Stephen in their prayers.

Bishop Daniel spoke of his many visitations to parishes —
especially in the Western Eparchy — over the first eight months of
his episcopal service and has seen many signs of a renewed enthusiasm
in the life of the Church and a willingness to support the various
ministries of the Church. He discussed his visits to Ukraine in the
past year with the Orphanage Mission Team and to distribute the
funds collected for the victims of flooding in the Western regions
of the nation. The bishop expressed his view that such missionary
and Christian charity programs must continue — not only for the
benefit of the recipients of the love we have to offer, but for those
who offer that love in the Name of the Lord.
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During his Consistory President’s Report, Archbishop
Antony called upon the Council members present who are also
Directors of Offices of Ministry to respond to questions about their
earlier submitted reports. These individuals include the following:
Office of Parish and Mission Development — V. Rev. Fr. Michael
Kochis; Office of Stewardship — V. Rev. Robert Holet; Office of
Christian Charity — Protodeacon lhor Mahlay; Office of External
Affairs and Interchurch Relationships — Protopresbyter Frank Estocin;
Office of Archival and Historical Information — Dr. George Krywolap;
Office of Family and Adult Ministry — V. Rev. Jakiw Norton; Office
of New Immigration Issues — Protopresbyter Taras Chubenko. The
Archbishop then reported on the activities of the remaining of fices
of ministry: Office of Youth and Young Adult Ministry — Natalie
Kapeluck, Director; Office of Religious Education — Rev. Fr. Harry
Linsinbigler, Director; Office of Cultural and Ethnic Affairs — Natalia
Honcharenko — Director and Museum Administrator; Office of
Liturgical Publications — V. Rev. Dennis Kristof, Director; Office of
Development — Dr. Stephen Sivulich, Director; Office of
Communications — Rev. Fr. Victor Wronskyj, Director and stated
that the Office of Financial Affairs — Emil Skocypec, Director and
Consistory Treasurer would be presented separately on the agenda.
In addition, the Archbishop reported on the activities of our Church
institutions and commissions: our Church/Seminary Library, All Saints
Camp, the Historical and Educational Complex (HEC), St. Andrew
Cemetery, St. Andrew Bookstore, the Cultural Center, the
Constitution Commission (of which all the Council members who
are not Directors of Offices of Ministry are members).

The various programs and projects covered under all the
above offices and institutions and reported about to the Council
include, but are not limited to: our youth encampment programs
at All Saints Camp and youth and young adult work within our
parishes; the development of current and new mission parishes in
locations throughout the United States; the Orphanage Adoption
Program and mission teams to those orphanages; the education of
our clergy and faithful about the importance of stewardship — our
responsibility to care for and maintain God’s gift of the Creation
and His Holy Church; the education of our faithful by numerous
varied means, including pamphlets and the many tools of the
Internet; the encouragement of the small “home church” and
teaching how to live an Orthodox Christian life in our homes with
our families; the publication of the history of our Church and the
correspondence of Archbishop/Metropolitan/Patriarch Mstyslav and
the establishment and organization of the Metropolitan Andrew
Kuschak Archive and Research Center as part of our HEC complex;
the publication of liturgical texts for utilization in our parishes; the
various fund drives for contributions to make all our Church ministry
possible; programs for reaching out to the new immigration; the
continued publication of the Ukrainian Orthodox Word, the annual
Church Calendar, our Church website, which had over 5,400,000
hits during the past year; the continued development of our library,
its website volunteer recruiting by our librarian Larissa Bulya and
many other important efforts.

Many of the Council members expressed their amazement
that all these programs and more can be conducted within our
limited Church budget, but the Archbishop stressed that when all
things are done for the glory of God, success comes where least
expected. All that has been discussed above does not include the
valuable efforts put forth by our central organizations. Reporting
for the oldest of the three organizations, the Ukrainian Orthodox
League, was Atty. Oleh Bilinsky, President of the Sr. League and
Taylor Gladys, President of the Jr. UOL. The UOL took on the
responsibility of raising the funds necessary for completing St.
Thomas Chapel at All Saints Camp — including the Iconostas and
all iconography in the Chapel, the Altar, all vestments and liturgical
vessels, as well as completing the construction of the basement of

the chapel and providing water service to the building. A total of
$165,000 was contributed by the faithful of our Church for this effort.
In addition, the League continues its many programs, which are of
enormous importance: the Metropolitan John Scholarship Fund, which
supports our Church’s seminary students; the Lynn Saswchuk/Sharon
Kuzbyt Scholarship Fund, which provides college students with financial
aid; an annual series of Retreats for various age groups and support
programs for our mission parishes and the Soup Kitchen project of St.
Andrew Society in cooperation with the Jr. UOL. The Jr. UOL has
several programs of its own, in particular this year’s project to supply
the International Orthodox Christian Charities with 1,000 health kits to
aide in disaster relief around the world.

Mrs. Nadia Mirchuk, President, presented the report of the
United Ukrainian Orthodox Sisterhoods, which emphasized the
continued scholarship program conducted in Ukraine, which provides
very minimal scholarship to large numbers of students. Even though
the scholarships are small by American standards, they make an
enormous difference in the lives of Ukrainian students. The
Sisterhood also conducts an annual Ukrainian Festival Day at the
Ukrainian Cultural Center in the fall of the year. All the proceeds
from this event and other fund raising efforts go toward the
completion of the Historical and Educational Complex. Thus far,
the Sisterhoods have raised over $320,000 for this project.

The St. Andrew Society report was presented by President,
Protodeacon Dr. lhor Mahlay. The main project of the Society over
the past year was the Soup Kitchen program in Ukraine’s major
cities. There are currently six such kitchens in operation. This is a
program, which has existed for 16 years, since the early years of
Ukrainian independence and has provided much Christian love to
those who benefit from them. The Society has funded this program
over the years with $314,000.

V. Rev. Bazyl Zawierucha presented the St. Sophia Seminary
report to the Council. There are currently four full-time resident
students and seven part-time graduate students enrolled in the
Seminary. He reported that all these students are supported by the
various scholarship programs of the seminary and the Church, but
that additional funding is absolutely necessary for the programs to
function fully and successfully. Fr. Bazyl outlined the current
academic program and spoke of the highly qualified teaching staff
at the seminary and encouraged the Council members to support
the seminary program in all ways possible. A report was also
submitted from Seminary Vocations Director, V. Rev. Stephen Hutnick,
who announced a national Altar Servers Retreat, which will take
place on 15-17 May at a retreat center and Sts. Peter and Paul Parish,
Wilmington, DE. Bishop Daniel, who also serves as Dean of Students
for the seminary, reported on student life in the seminary residence
and the progress of the students from Ukraine, in particular, who
seem to be adapting well to a very different life here in the USA, as
compared to that in Ukraine. Emil Skocypec, Treasurer of the
Seminary, presented the financial report and budget for the current
year. Needless to say, cuts were necessary because of economic
circumstances.

The final report of the Council Session and in many respects,
the most important one, was that of the Office of Financial Affairs,
by Emil Skocypec, Consistory Treasurer and Natalia Honcharenko,
Assistant Treasurer and Human Resources Administrator. Prior to
the Council meeting, the Audit Commission of the Church reviewed
all the financial records of the Consistory and Church organizations
covering the past year, reporting to the Council that all were in
order and making several recommendations, which were adopted
by the Council. The Commission expressed its most sincere gratitude
to Emil and Natalia for their meticulous records and report.

The Consistory presented newly developed “Policy
Guidelines for the Investment of the Church’s Financial Assets”.

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His Grace Bishop Daniel

Enthroned as Ruling Hierarch of Western Eparchy

St. Volodymyr Cathedral, Chicago,
IL was the site on the weekend of February
6-8, 2009 of one of the most ancient
rites of the Holy Orthodox Church — the
enthronement or installation a bishop as
ruling hierarch of his Episcopal See — as M
His Grace Bishop Daniel (Zelinsky) assumed
the leadership of the Western Eparchy §
of our Holy Ukrainian Orthodox Church
of the USA. Bishop Daniel was elected
Bishop at the 18™ Regular Sobor of the
Church in October 2008.

Clergy and the faithful of our
Church and guests from other churches
traveled from throughout the USA, most
from the Western States, which make
up the Western Eparchy — from Los
Angeles/San Francisco, California all the
way East to Detroit/Southfield, Ml — and from many
parishes of the Central and Eastern Eparchies to witness
this spiritually uplifting event in the life of the Western
Eparchy and the whole Church. They came to pray as
one family in Christ welcoming their Archpastor and opening
their hearts to the message of love of Christ, proclaimed
by His Grace Bishop Daniel.

On Friday evening, February 5, 2009, the eve of
the Feast Day of St. Gregory the Theologian, Bishop Daniel
served Vespers the Cathedral. Concelebrating with the
bishop were Archimandrite Pankratij, Pastor of St.
Volodymyr Cathedral, Protodeacon Nicholas Dilendorf and
15 clergy, other clergy in the presence of six hierarchs
present for the enthronement ceremonies: Archbishop
Antony, President of the Consistory and Eastern Eparch,
UOC of USA; Metropolitan John of Winnipeg and All-
Canada; Archbishop Yurij of Toronto, Canada; Bishop llarion
of Edmonton, Canada; Archbishop Nicholai of the Romanian
Orthodox Church (Patriarchate of Romania) and Bishop
Demetrios, representing the Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew and the Greek-Orthodox Metropolis of

Chicago. In his remarks at the conclusion of the Vespers
service Bishop Daniel briefly reflected upon his own faith
journey and shared with those in attendance an account
of his very first steps in the our Lord’s Church and his
first experience of participating in the Mystery of Penance
and receiving the Holy Eucharist. The bishop expressed
how humbled he felt in the presence of his brother
bishops, clergy and faithful as he prepared to assume
the responsibilities as Chief Pastor of the Western Eparchy.

The cathedral choir under the direction of
Volodymyr Ovcharuk sang the responses for the Vesper
service, which was followed by a reception in the cathedral
social center, hosted by St. Ol'ha Sisterhood of the cathedral
and Nadia Bruschenko, Sisterhood President.

Extremely uncharacteristic warm and sunny
weather for a Chicago winter, greeted the worshippers
who gathered again in the cathedral on Saturday, February
7, 2009 for the Divine Liturgy and the Office of
Enthronement. The prime celebrant of the Liturgy was
Metropolitan Constantine, Primate of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of the USA, who was joined at the
Holy Altar by all the hierarchs who participated in Vespers,
along with Archbishop Nathaniel of the Romanian

OCA. Children from the cathedral, the President of the
Parish Board of Administration, Eng. Swiatoslaw Lychyk
and President of St. Ol'ha Sisterhood, Nadiya Bruschenko,
and President of St. Volodymyr Brotherhood, Zenovij Tarakh
greeted the hierarchs in the vestibule of the cathedral
with traditional flowers, bread and salt.

nement. Here he carefully listened to
{ the pastoral instructions of Metropolitan
Constantine. The Metropolitan reminded
the Bishop of the long and important
| history of his new cathedral and the
enormous responsibilities belonging to any
eparchial hierarch. The Metropolitan,
as one of Bishop Daniel’s predecessors,
had a unique perspective from which to
provide such guidance to the new
eparchial hierarch and promised he would
be available for advice and counsel at
| all times. The Metropolitan then presen-
ted Bishop Daniel with Archpastoral staff
— a symbol of his episcopal authority in
the Western Eparchy.

At the conclusion of the installation,
Bishop Demetrios read a greeting from
His All-Holiness Patriarch Barhtolomew to
the newly installed bishop, which stated in
part: “This joyful event in the life of the
Church is appropriately held on the feast of St.
Gregory the Theologian, the venerable fourth-
century Archbishop of Constantinople. Therefore,
the new Ruling Bishop has a rich legacy to sustain
and in turn to transmit to the faithful of the
Western Eparchy. It is the legacy of profound
theology and personal spirituality, conveyed in
the life and treatises of the great Theologian of
our Church and our own predecessor on the
Ecumenical Throne; but it is also a tradition of
ecumenical openness and genuine respect,
characteristic of His Grace’s predecessor, of

From the very first centuries
Christians have cherished the memory
of the departed with great piety and
offered prayers for them. This custom
actually comes to us from the Old
Testament in the Second Book of
Maccabees: “He (Judas Maccabee),
then took up a collection among all his
soldiers, amounting to two thousand
silver drachmas, which he sent to
Jerusalem to provide for an expiatory
sacrifice. In doing this he acted in a
very excellent and noble way,
inasmuch as he had the resurrection of
the dead in view; . . . Thus he made
atonement for the dead that they might
be freed from this sin (12:43 & 46).”

The com-
memoration of
the departed in
our liturgical
prayers is like-
wise ancientand
venerable. Ithas
been the con-
stant teaching
of the Church
since Apostolic
times that prayers for the departed are
beneficial. All the early Liturgies of the
Church contain a prayer for the
departed. The Apostolic Constitutions
(4™ C.) prescribed that during the
celebration of the Divine Liturgy, the
deacon should remind the faithful to
pray for the deceased, saying: “Letus
pray for our brethren who have fallen
asleepin Christ, that God, the Lover of
Humanity, Who has received their
souls, may forgive them every
voluntary and involuntary sin, and may
be merciful and gracious to them,
placing them in the land of righteous-
ness...wherethereis no pain, sorrow
or lamentation” (Apostolic Constitu-
tions, 8,41). One can see in this prayer
the foundation for the prayers for the
departed still used in Orthodox
memorial services.

Treating Meatfare Saturdayas a
special day of prayer for the departed
can be traced all the back to the 6" and

7" Centuries. Because Meatfare
Sunday is the liturgical commemora-
tion of the Final Judgment, on the
previous day, the Church makes
intercession to the Merciful Judge for
the departed that they be placed at His
Right Hand when He will come to judge
the living and the dead. The Church
has created this beautiful synthesis
between praying for the departed and
reflecting on the end times. Orthodox
Christians stop to reflect on both their
personal judgement and the Final
Judgement of all people on these two
days. This serves as the most radical
call to repentance by reminding us of
the final judgment at which believers

will have to make an accounting. By
the 9" Century the Orthodox Church
established days of prayer for the
departed referred to as All or For the
Souls Saturdays because they are a
universal commemoration and prayer
for allthe souls departed in the faith. At
this time the Second, Third and Fourth
Saturdays of Lentwere also dedicated
to the commemoration of the
departed. This was consistent with the
Lenten attitude in which we recall our
sinfulness and our mortality. Addition-
ally, on Pentecost Saturday “all the
departed souls since Adam” came to
be commemorated. Since the De-
scent of the Holy Spirit completed
God'’s Divine Plan for salvation, and
because itis the Will of God that “all be
saved” (I Tim. 2:4), the day preceding
this feast was set aside as a day of
prayer for all the departed so that they
be included in the saving work of
Christ.

Every year, just before Meatfare
Saturday, the families give the lists of
their departed loved ones to the pastor
with the request that they be
mentioned at the services held for the
deceased on the All Souls Saturday.
Members of the family are encouraged
to attend these services on the All
Souls Saturdays for they strengthen
the bond of love with their departed
loved ones and indeed keep their
memory eternal by their presence,
their personal prayers and receiving
the Holy Mysteries. Orthodox Chris-
tians should remember their departed
loved ones, especially during the All
Souls Saturdays, as long as they live,
and point out to
those coming after
us the value of the
custom of praying
forand remember-
ing our departed
loved ones.

Eventuallyin
the Orthodox litur-
gical calendar ev-
ery Saturday be-
came dedicated to praying for the
deceased. A remembrance of the
deceased is made on the ancient ‘day
of rest’ for they are ‘resting’ from all
their earthly cares. When commemo-
rating our departed, we constantly
implore God to give them eternal rest
since, according to the Scriptures, to
enterinto God’s restmeans to join Him
in an eternal life of happiness: Blessed
are the dead who die in the Lord from
now on.” “Yes,” said the Spirit, “let
them find rest from their labors, for their
works accompany them” (Rev. 14:13).

In the Orthodox burial service,
the service places the following words
on the lips of the deceased in the
Hymns of Final Farewell: “Thus, |
implore all of you and ask you to pray
continuously to Christ God for me that
I notbe sentto the place of punishment
according to my sins; but that He may
establish me where the light of life is.”
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onsider our Lord’s
words on the
importance
of how children are influ-
enced: “And He said to His
disciples, ...
whom they come! It would

woe to him by

be better for him if a mill-
stone were hung round his
neck and he were cast into
the sea, than that he should
cause one of these little
ones to sin” (Lk. 17:1-2).

Parents and any caretakers
of children have one of the most
important vocations in the
Church, namely to teach their children about our Lord Jesus
Christ and His message. Teaching may take many forms.

The place to start is with those who care for children
themselves. Parents are the primary teachers of children by
the blessed marriage they possess. One of the blessing
prayers said by the priest in the Holy Mystery of Matrimony
is: “Unite them in one mind and one flesh, and grant them
fair children for education in Your faith and fear”
(acknowledging the awesome, transcendent God).

If parents and others who teach or care for children are
not keeping a “life in Christ,” how can children be expected
to follow Christ and His teachings? Psychologists have long
emphasized the powerful effects of modeling on children
(Bandura, 1986). Recently, news media have even reported
that a gene forimitation has been discovered. Children have
a propensity to make a neural copy of a behavior modeled
and to repeat it (Milner and Goodale, 1996).

| remember when | was first in clinical-pastoral
practice. Parents would come to me and present a
behavioral problem. For example, their ten-year-old was
smoking. Inside the shirt pocket or hanging out of the
pocketbook of the parent would be a pack of cigarettes. This
was and stillis hypocrisy. Itis nearly impossible to change
the child’s behavior. Parents, guardians, and others who
have children in their care are supremely powerful models.
I have never met one child in my pastoral or clinical career
who bought into the usual “lame” explanations: “Well | can
do it, and when you get to be my age then you can make
up your own mind,” or “You are not old enough yet.” Children
are bright enough to see right through such explanations.

The Holy Spiritimparts grace in the sacraments. The
parents have to bring their children to their parish church
where the Holy Spirit is sacramentally imparted. If a child
is not broughtin to be baptized, the child is not an Orthodox
Christian. If the parents do not bring their children to attend

Divine Liturgy, they do not receive the Body and Blood, Soul
and Divinity of Our Lord Jesus Christ. If the parents bring the
child to church but do not go themselves, children see right
through such hypocrisy, just as in the cigarette example
above. The message is: “Grown ups do not have to go to
church.” So the child is no longer getting the grace of Christ.
Often the greatest teaching, or, in this case, scandal, is
teaching by what is not done.

A child may hear a family conversation about a nasty
neighbor or relative in which a parent says, “That no good
fornothing...,” yetin church the child hears preached from
the altar our Lord’s words of love, forgiveness and not
holding anger against a brother. If they then see and hear
their mothers or fathers doing just the opposite, does this
add to the child’s faith and commitment to Christ? It
destroys it! And we wonder why morality and values are
breaking down in modern times?

On the other hand, no one is perfect — parents,
grandparents, aunts, uncles, brothers, sisters, bishops,
priests and teachers. We all sin and fall short. What a
beautiful lesson could be taught to a child we care for, when
we do fall short, if we go to the child and say, for example:
“You know, | lost my temper today. It was not right, | am
sorry and | will try to do better. This is what Jesus would
want me to do.” No one may speak exactly like this, using
suchwords. However, using their own words parents will get
across the substance of the message: | did wrong, | will try
to do better and | want us all as afamily to follow our Lord’s
teachings.

Thus, the firstand mostimportantlesson in Orthodox
Christian parenting is to live the life in Christ as thoroughly
as can be done. Despite our failings, we mustremember the
words of Jesus: “He said to them: The things that are
impossible with men are possible with God” (Luke 18:27).
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What is Primary to Orthodox Spirituality?

We would think that this would be
aneasy questiontoanswer ... butifwe
ask around, we will get many different
answers. Some will tell us that we
need to know the Tradition of the
Church. Some will say that we need to
know the Bible, others may say we
need to know the saints, while still
others recommend that we need to
know the liturgical services. While all
of these answers are excellent, how
much do we need to know about these
things to begin the Orthodox journey?
Certainly, as we mature as adults, our
understanding of these and many
other important topics regarding the
Orthodox faith should increase. But
what is primary to begin and live the
faith that will count us among the
Orthodox believers?

Consider this Primary Thought:
We must Know Who We Are in
Our Hearts

Inside every human is the heart,
the rudder of our ship. Itis the center of
our being. It is the place where we
converse with both God and ourselves.
It is where we decide who we will be
and what we will be like. It is the
primary starting place for us to
understand Orthodox spirituality.

The heart has been the main
topic in the writings of poets,
musicians, Valentine card authors,
and saints. We often use such
phrases as “good hearted;” “a perfect
heart,” “the heart of the matter,” “a
hardened heart,” “a pure heart,” “a
foolish heart” or “a broken heart.” Many
of these expressions have come from
the writers of the Bible. Indeed, the
word “heart” or its derivative occurs
almost 1000 times in the Bible from the
front cover to the end.

Do we needto be atheologian, a
monk, a psychiatrist, or an intellectual
to understand this? No, surely not.
Most of what we need to know is just
plain common sense. After all, no one
can deny that we have this place in our
being that makes us run. It is our
personal identity. Our heart makes us

who we are. It is easy to us to talk
about the “heart of the problem.”
Indeed, everyone has a heart to
understand, and recognizing this is
the first step to becoming identified
with our Lord Jesus Christ.

The Effects of Sins of Our Hearts
My daughter just had a child.
Holding him, I thought, “Itis so difficult
to believe that an infant’s heart is
sinful.” Many teach this, but not
Orthodoxy. We do not believe that we
are totally depraved, as many
Protestants do. Nor do we believe we
are born with the guilt of sin, as the
Romans teach. Instead, we are bornin
innocence and our heartis pure. To be
sure, we all sin. Yet some, as did our
Lady the Birthgiver-of-God, continue in
purity of heart the rest of their lives, as
blameless. Mary was as human as we
are, yet morally pure throughout her
life. We are all born in the same
condition and we have the choice to
keep our hearts pure and directed
towards God, or to sin and rebel
against the purity of aloving heart. Our
lives become a continual struggle to
conform our hearts to purity and
holiness. Recognize this, and we are
on our way to becoming Orthodox. St.
John Chrysostom puts it this way:
“When Christ says to follow the narrow
path, he addresses every man. The
monk as well as the lay person can
attain the same spiritual heights.”
Some, however, in spite of the
effects of sin on humanity, are bornin
this blameless state and may
continue for their lifetime. To be clear,
Jesus Christ is the only Sinless One.
Yet, these that | am thinking of, the
mentally or physically incapable, will
never be responsible for what they
thinkin their hearts or turn into actions.
God’s mercy is giventotheminavery
special way. For the rest of us, we
must consider these things to the best
of our abilities. We are all held
accountable to the light we are given.
For most of us, certainly those reading
this essay, are able to mature and

develop and make progress this center
of our being, the heart. Just as Adam
and Eve, we are given the choice about
what we put into our hearts and can
determine what our hearts are like.
Simply put, this is the first step to
becoming an Orthodox Christian.
Often with baby steps, our initial
decision continues increasingly
throughout our lives. This is the
process of becoming Orthodox:
Becoming God-like by restoring the
likeness of God in our hearts and our
daily lives.

So, Do We Want to Decide to
Develop the Likeness of God in
Our Hearts?

Often, maybe most often, we
choose in our hearts, to turn from
God’s way to our own but let’s say we
want to become like God. Or, we may
out of complacence shrug these words
off, and do nothing at all. After all, we
have more important things to do with
our time. But, if we are to take this all
to heart, what do we do next? St. John
the Baptizer tell us, “Repent and be
baptized.” Orthodoxy teaches us that
this is the first step to entering His
Church. The Church also teaches us
that repenting and remembering our
baptism is an ongoing activity for us
each day. We can be helped from both
the writings of the saints and the Bible.
In fact we should not overlook the
examples of good hearts that are
around us every day.. With this help,
the truth of “As a man thinks in his
heart so is he” becomes a reality.

In the classic writing “Unseen
Warfare” written in the 16th Century by
the priest Lorenzo Scupoli, and
revised by St. Theophan, we learn of
the peacefulness of the heart, and that
our foremost directions of the heart is
towards peace. “So strive above all
things to establish and make firm the
peaceful state of your heart. All your
virtues, all actions and endeavors
should be directed towards achieving
this peace, and especially your valiant
feats of struggling against the enemies
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or your salvation: Make it your whole
care that your inner state should be in
accordance with God, and you will
vanquish your outer passion.”

In “The Art of Prayer: An
Orthodox Anthology,” we read: “Activi-
ties are not the main thing in life. The
most important thing is to have the
heart directed and attuned to God.
Learn to perform everything youdoin
such a way that it warms the heart
instead of cooling it. Whether reading
or praying, working or talking with
others, you should hold fast to this one
aim - not to let your heart grow cool.
Keep your inner stove always hot by
reciting a short prayer, and watch over
your feelings in case they dissipate
this warmth. External impressions are
very rarely in harmony with inner work.”
And “look to yourself, and have more
concern with the heart.

The saints often talk of a more
informal contemplative approach, which
is often missing from the busy lives of
the digital society in which we now live.
St. Theophan the Recluse, in “The
Path to Salvation”, reminds us: “True
self-knowledge is to see one’s own
defects and weaknesses so clearly
that they fill our whole view. And mark
this - the more you see yourself at fault
and deserving of every censure, the
more you willadvance. Until the soulis
established with the mind in the heart,
it does not see itself, nor is it properly
aware of itself.”

St. Anthony the Great recom-
mends this norm for those who want to
improve their hearts. His prescription
allows all of us as we do mundane
tasks everyday, to talk to God. Every
monk or nun has a task to carry outin
the course of the twenty-four hours.
Since these tasks are a matter of
routine, they do not demand any
special attention; and so the hands
can be at work while the mind
converses with God and thus feeds the
heart.

In the “Early Fathers From the
Philokalia” we read: “So, ifaman lacks
extreme humility, if he is not humble
with all his heart, all his mind, all his
spirit, all his soul and body - he will not
inherit the Kingdom of God.” A truly
humble heart is an Orthodox heart.

what Orthodox Christians must lear
to develop from the outset and
continue to develop for a lifetime.
Thisis a very long passage from
St. Theophan the Recluse, “The Path
to Salvation,” but| cannot say it better:
“Just as friction causes warmth, so do
good works warm the heart. Without
them a good spirit also grows cold and
evaporates. This is what usually
befalls those who do not do anything,
or those who limit themselves to
merely not doing evil and
unrighteousness. No, we must also
find good works to do. Incidentally,
there are also those who make too
much fuss over their works, and
therefore quickly exhaustthemselves
and dissipate the spirit. Everything
should be done in moderation. And ...
developing the heart means develop-
ing within it a taste for things holy,
divine, and spiritual, so that when it
finds itself amidst such things it would
feel as though it were in its element.
Finding them sweet and blessed, it
would be indifferent to all else, with no
taste for anything else; and even more
- it would find anything else revolting.
All of man’s spiritual activity centers in
the heart. The truths are impressed in
it, and good dispositions are rooted
into it. But its main work is developing
a taste for the spiritual, as we have
shown. When the mind sees the whole
spiritual world and its different
components, various good beginnings

ripenin the will. The heart, under their

influence, should taste sweetness in
all of this and radiate warmth. This

e/ight in the spiritual is the first sign of
therégeneration of a soul deadened by
sin. Therefore the heart’s development
is a very important point even in the
early stages. “The work directed at itis
all of our Church services in all forms
-common and personal, at home and
in church - and it is mainly achieved
through the spirit of prayer moving
within it. Church services, that is, all
the daily services, together with the
entire arrangement of the church’s
icons, candles, censing, singing,
chanting, movements ofthe clergy, as
well as the services for various needs;
then services in the home, also using
ecclesiastical objects such as sancti-
fied icons, holy oil, candles, holy
water, the cross, and incense - all of
these holy things together acting upon
all the senses - sight, hearing, smell,
fouch, and taste - are the “cloths that
wipe clean”the senses of a deadened
soul. They are the strongest and the
only reliable way to do it. The soul
becomes deadened by the spirit of the
world, and possessed by sin that lives
inthe world. The entire structure of our
Church services, with their tone,
meaning, power of faith, and espe-
cially the grace concealed within them,
have an invincible power to drive away
the spirit of the world. In freeing the
soul from the world’s onerous
influence, it allows the soul to breathe
freely and to taste the sweetness of
spiritual freedom. Walking into church
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we walk into a completely different
world, are influenced by it, and change
according to it. The same thing
happens when we surround ourselves
with holy objects. Frequent impres-
sions of the spiritual world more
effectively penetrate within and more
quickly bring about a transformation
of the heart.”

St. Peter tells to take action to
add virtues to our whole being. As we
understand, the knowledge that he is
talking about is not merely head
knowledge, butthat knowledge thatis
spiritual and invasive to the heart,
mind, soul and body. As a reminder,
here is a passage from the Second
Epistle of St. Peter: Grace and peace
be multiplied to you in the knowledge
of God and of Jesus our Lord, as His
divine power has given to us all things
that pertain to life and godliness,
through the knowledge of Him who
called us by glory and virtue, by which
have been given to us exceedingly
great and precious promises, that
through these you may be partakers of
the divine nature, having escaped the
corruption that is in the world through
lust. But also for this very reason,
giving all diligence, add to your faith
virtue, to virtue knowledge, to
knowledge self-control, to self-control
perseverance, to perseverance godli-
ness, to godliness brotherly kindness,
and to brotherly kindness love. For if
these things are yours and abound,
you will be neither barren nor unfruitful
in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus
Christ. For he who lacks these things
is shortsighted, even to blindness,
and has forgotten that he was
cleansed from his old sins. Therefore,
brethren, be even more diligent to
make your call and election sure, for if
you do these things you will never
stumble; for so an entrance will be
supplied to you abundantly into the
everlasting kingdom of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ.

Inour heart, we need toreturnto
God’s way — become like Him. We
need to do this continually, becoming
more like God and less like self
centered, self-aggrandizing, self-pro-
moting individuals. God has given his
people the many ways to become

more like Him and to restore the
likeness of God’s ways in our hearts.
Yes, this process is difficult. We all
need help with it. But we are given the
power of God, His grace and mercy, as
well as His community, the Church to
help us to mold our hearts anew in this
process.

upon how we perceive them in their
hearts ... or do we spend more time
considering our hearts, and predicting
what our actions will be? Orthodox
Christianity teaches us that we must
be concerned about our own hearts.
Help me to see my own sins and notto
judge my brother. The disciplines of

prayer and our services become
important to continually maintain our
hearts toward God. The mysteries of
the Church give to us to help usin this
journey. Even inthe mundane times of
everyday life, our hears can be
directed to, and made more like God
intended them to be. For “Blessed are
the pure in heart, for they shall see
God” (Mt. 5:8).

Have we started working on our
hearts to make them God-like? Are our
hearts Orthodox? Or, are we more
interested in knowing others hearts, or
your own? Do we spend more time
predicting the actions of others based

12:45) God is in Christ seeking us,
so that we might find the fullness of life, which is His great gift for each of us, first
here, and in that which is to come.

May we truly seek the Lord while He may be found “For now is the day of
salvation,” (2 Cor. 6:2).

METROPOLITAN COUNCIL
MEETS IN ANNUAL SESSION
AT METROPOLIA CENTER

Obviously, the Church was no less fortunate than the vast majority
of investors in the decline of the financial markets. There is an
undying hope that the losses will be recouped over the next
several years as the economy improves, but we must live with
the current situation until it improves. The policy guidelines were
developed by the Consistory under the lead of V. Rev. Robert
Holet, Office of Stewardship, and is designed to assist in a true
Orthodox Christian manner in making all our investments and
caring for the assets of the Church. It is a lengthy document,
which was thoroughly reviewed and amended by a special advisory
committee created in 2008, as recommended by our last Sobor.
In addition to our financial officers, serving on the committee are
the Chairman of the Audit Commission Hanja Cherniak, Financial
Advisor Geoffrey Greenleaf, and Investment expert, Bohdan
Bazylevsky. These individuals serve on a completely volunteer
basis and in an advisory capacity as members of our Church.
After a lengthy discussion of all aspects of the financial
report, the Council approved it as per recommendation of the
Audit Commission. An equally lengthy discussion took place in
consideration of the proposed budget for the current fiscal year.
The budget prepared by the Consistory President and Treasurer
reflected significant cuts in many areas, in effect, cutting all
programs and administrative expenditures to the bare minimum
for continued functioning. The Consistory and all Offices of
Ministry will endeavor to identify new sources of income to support
all Church programs and projects and Metropolitan Constantine
will make a special appeal to all the faithful of the Church for
much needed financial support. It is the firm belief of all the
Council members that our faithful will respond positively and

generously to such an appeal in support of the worthy programs
discussed above.

In its closing session, the Metropolitan Council took the
time to consider many issues and topics of import to the world of
Orthodoxy, Ukraine and the United States of America. Most sincere
greetings were expressed to His All-Holiness Patriarch Bartholomew
in gratitude for his trip to Ukraine and continued support for
ecclesiastical unity of the Church there. The Council urged him to
continue in every way possible to influence the process toward
unity, including meeting with representatives of all sides. It must
be acknowledged that of significant importance to this process will
be the political climate in Ukraine. At present the near chaos of
Ukrainian politics certainly does not bode well for the Church, for
Ukrainian society as a whole or for international relations, particularly
with European nations. Those who wish to see continued disunity
in ecclesiastical life will readily utilize the political chaos as a tool in
their efforts. The Council calls upon all political leaders of the
nation to abandon their own political agendas and to resolve the
chaos, which will lead only to the decline of the Ukraine, opening
the door to threats against the nation’s continued independence.
Finally, the Council members commented on the recent political
changes, which have occurred in the United States of America. The
Council congratulates the newly elected President of our nation
and calls upon all the faithful of the Church to pray for the success
of President Barack Obama and his entire administration in dealing
with a distressed economy and many other national issues and
concerns — hopefully with solutions compatible with Holy Orthodox
Christian tradition and teaching.

The Council expressed its most sincere gratitude to our
hierarchs, the Consistory, the Central Church Organizations, the
Consistory Staff, the Seminary Staff and all the faithful of our
Church who have contributed so much throughout our parishes,
ensuring the success we have known for the glory of God alone,
in all our ministry programs. In the future, the Metropolitan
Council's annual meeting and budgetary sessions will take place
during the month of November.

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Are We Promoting the
Orthodox Faith?

Are we promoting the
Orthodox Faith — or — are
we tearing it down?

We say that we are
Orthodox Christians. When
we make that statement we
are joining ourselves to a
faith and tradition of worship
that bridges the centuries
and the divisions within
Christianity. When we say
that we are Orthodox
Christians we acknowledge
that we are followers of
Jesus Christ and that we
hold dear the teachings of
the early Church, the church
of the Apostles, the church
as established on the great
day of Pentecost.

With the new calendar
yearwe have many opportu-
nities to express our faith.
We express our faith by
practicing the worship which
is the cornerstone of our
lives as Orthodox Chris-
tians. An Orthodox Church
is firstand foremost a house
of worship. This is our
primary purpose; providinga
place of prayer for the
Orthodox Christians who
attend the Divine Liturgies
and other services which are
part of our worship tradition.
We have maintained our
identity unbroken from the
time of the Apostles by
holding firm the faith,
theology, beliefs and prac-
tice of the early church.

We have not changed
our practices to adapt to
social pressure; we have not
changed for convenience’s
sake or under the influence
of any one powerful leader.
Rather, through hard times
and easy times we have

maintained our faith in our
Lord and have modeled our
lives to the ideal taught by
Jesus Christ, and reflected
in the life and practice of the
Church.

Now who are we who
enable the Church to
continue from one genera-
tion to the next? We are the
stewards of the Church, the
stewards of each individual
parish through whose sup-
port the ministry of the
Church is extended from
one generation to the next.
Each parish ministers to all
the Orthodox Christians
who come to worship in it.
However, itis the stewards
of each parish who enable
this valuable work to pro-
ceed. Those who seek the
Church’s ministry through
its services, its clergy, and
the various programs offered
(only at certain seasons)
but do not support the parish
as stewards are actually
hurting, weakening the
Church.

As we begin the New
Year of 2009 | call on all the
faithful to strive first to live
our life as taught by our Lord
and His Church. Secondly,
let us each commit to the
furtherance of Christ’'s mes-
sage by being stewards of
our parishes. Make it your
goal to bring at least one
(more are welcome) of your
friends to become support-
ers, stewards, of our parish
and our Orthodox Christian
faith.

As Orthodox Chris-
tians we must also be active
participants in the worship
of our parish. The Divine

Liturgy is the best known of
our worship services; the
Holy Eucharist, Holy Com-
munion, is the high point of
this service. We have
become too much a part of
the society we live in,
because some continue to
refer to this as the “Mass.”
They are apt to wander in
even during the final bless-
ing. Quite obviously, they
are not here to hear the
scriptures (the first part of
the Liturgy), to proclaim
their faith (the Nicean
Creed), to be present atthe

holiest moment of the
Liturgy (the epiklesis, when
we kneel and pray that the
Holy Spirit descends and
makes the offering bread
and wine, the body and
blood of our Savior), oreven
toreceive Holy Communion.

Take the time as we
begin the new year to
examine your priorities,
devote yourself to your
church as a steward,
practice the faith in worship
and promote the under-
standing of the Orthodox
faith among all parishioners.

Again our Church is destitute of her children.
Therefore also, | am again compelled to seem ill-natured
and irritating, reproving those who are present, and finding

Ilook forthem, and am grieved on theiraccountwhen
I mark what a multitude are perishing of those who are in the
way of salvation, how large aloss of brethren | sustain, how
few are reached by the things which concern salvation, and
how the greater part of the Body of the Churchis like a dead
and motionless carcass. And what concern is that to us
you say? The greatest possible concern if you pay no
attention to your brethren, if you do not exhort and advise,
if you put no constraint on them, and do not forcibly drag
them here, and lead them away out of their deep lethargy.
Forthat one ought not to be useful to himself alone, but also
to many others, Christ declared plainly, when He called us
salt, (Mt. 5:13) and leaven, and light: (Mt. 5:14) for these
things are useful and profitable to others. For alamp does
not shine foritself, but for those who are sitting in darkness.
And you are a lamp not that you may enjoy the light by
yourself, but that you may bring back those who have gone
astray. For what profitis alamp ifit does not give light to one
who sits in darkness? And what profit is a Christian when
he benefits no one, neither leads any one back to virtue?
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A Tribute

Five years have gone by
since the passing away of my
husband, Metro. It is with
great grief that | write the
following account, hoping
perhaps to ease the enor-
mous void in my life.

Metro was born on
August 31, 1910 in McKees
Rocks, PA to Luke and Maria,
immigrants from the Lemko
region of Ukraine. Luke died
at an early age when Metro
was only five, leaving his wife
Maria and their five children
to fare alone in the world.

From an early age,
Metro exhibited concern and
a general passion for his
Church, the Ukrainian lan-
guage, history, culture and
social life.

He did well in public
school, but being the only
male in the family, his mother
removed him from school so
he could help to financially
support the family. Metro later
finished his schooling
through correspondence
school and obtained the
status of a “proper” graduate.

He loved to sing. At the
age of 16, he joined the
church choir where he sang
bass until the end of his life.

Called to serve in WWII,
he joined the American Army
and served in various medi-
cal divisions. He eventually
became an x-ray technician,
and attained the rank of
“sergeant.” He often served
as a translator for injured
soldiers. (And yes, he did
play the bugle and he was in
Company B.)

In the area of Zelengrad/
Turyngia, Germany, there
happened to be a camp of
Ukrainians not far away. The
Germans allowed this ref-
uge-seeking group of Ukrai-
nians to live in their unoccu-
pied German barracks. Metro
soon learned of the Ukrai-
nian camp’s location. Upon
hearing their 35-member
choir sing, he enthusiasti-
cally invited them to visit his

hospital division where 200
Americans attended their
concert.

As he learned more
about the Ukrainians in that
camp, Metro shared their
plight through letters to sev-
eral American senators and
through articles he submit-
ted to Ukrainian publications
in America, namely, “Narodna
Vola” and “Svoboda”.

At one point, circum-
stances allowed for Metro to
arrange for some of the
Ukrainian men to work in his
hospital division’s kitchen
unit. They were grateful to be
able to take American food
back with them to their
families and
loved ones.

none would survive. Their
final destination would be
Siberia where they would be
left to die.

Late one evening be-
fore a meeting was to take
place between the Ameri-
cans and the Russians,
Metro’s director friend visited
him in a panic. The Russians
were already arriving in jeeps
to load up the Ukrainians,
and he begged, “Please Pan
Dmytro! You need to help us.”

The first thing that next
morning, Metro informed the
American relief officers of the
eventual peril of all the
Ukrainians and that he knew
that what the Russians were

doing was in vio-
lation of constitu-

As the war
drew to a close,
Germany was
about to be di-
vided into four
zones: English,
American,
French and Rus-
sian. With the
assistance of the
U.S. Army, Metro notified the
Ukrainians at the camp that
their area was soon to be
zoned as “Russian” and that
they should flee as soon as
possible. The entire camp
left the very next day on foot,
and headed for Bavaria dur-
ing the night.

Meanwhile, Metro’s unit
had been transferred to
Augsburg, Germany. He soon
again discovered that not far
from his new location, there
were 2,000 Ukrainians dis-
placed by the war living. They
were being assisted by the
United Nations Relief and
Rehabilitation Administration
(UNRRA). Metro befriended
the Ukrainian director of this
camp and visited with him
frequently.

As the war ended, the
Russians sought to meet
with the Americans about
taking “their” citizens back.
This of course included the
Ukrainians. The Ukrainian
director at the camp was privy
to this and knew all too well
that of those who would be
taken back, more than likely

tional law. The
meeting contin-
ued for several
hours with Metro
translating. In the
end, the Rus-
sians left without
the Ukrainians.
Then, before he
knew it, a crowd
of grateful Ukrainians had
lifted him above their heads
holding him high as they
continued shouting, crying
and singing. It was a great
way to end the war.

Upon returning home,
Metro became involved again
in Ukrainian church and
cultural life, starting with St.
Mary’s in McKees Rocks. He
organized a league for the
Ukrainian youth of western
Pennsylvania, returned to
singing in the church, and
joined various other choirs
as well. He held active
positions with committees
and Ukrainian organizations
of all sorts and was asked to
hold the position of church
leader at St. Mary’s, a posi-
tion he faithfully held for 25
years.

However, as the years
marched on, he witnessed
trouble and strife within the
parish, due in large part to
not having accountability to
anyone. Remaining inde-
pendent was causing more
harm than good. Metro’s
heart's desire was to have

the parish join the UOC of
the USA and his tireless work
eventually brought this to
fruition.

Chosen as a delegate
by St. Mary’s, Metro attended
five “sobors.’” In addition,
Metro was instrumental in
the development of a Junior
UOL Chapter at the parish.

Among other things,
Metro held the office of
recording secretary of the
Ukrainian Workingmen’s As-
sociation, continually wrote
for both American and Ukrai-
nian journals, and partnered
with me in the promotion of
the Ukrainian culture among
the general public.

When the day about
which we dreamed, the fall-
ing of the Iron Curtain came,
Metro journeyed to his home-
land on several occasions:
First, to visit the birthplace of
his parents. While in Ukraine,
he also visited Shevchenko’s
Memorial where he delivered
a spirited speech in public
tribute to Shevchenko.

Metro’s love for his
Ukrainian brothers and sis-
ters compelled him to travel
extensively throughout Brazil,
visiting the almost forgotten
colonies there. Moved by
their poverty and their re-
quests not to be forgotten,
upon return to the USA, Metro
initiated a campaign of col-
lecting clothes for the needy.
Packages upon packages
were donated from various
Ukrainian parishes in
America. Metro arranged for
all of the packages to be sent
to the ones who asked:
“Please, do not forget us.”
They all were received with
much thankfulness and joy.

Metro was clearly an
American patriot and a patriot
of Ukraine. When he was
chosen in 1986 by his peers
for the honor and award of
being named “man of the
year” by the Ukrainian Tech-
nological Society of Pitts-
burgh, he was humbled by
the recognition.

I, too, am humbled, in
having been able to live with
such a true man, for 54 years
in marriage.

In 1950, St. Luke’s Ukrainian Orthodox Parish was
founded in Syracuse by immigrants under the guidance
of Fr. Simeon Hayuk. Initially, churches of various faiths
were rented to conduct services. Before long, a wooden
structure at 201 N. Lowell Ave. in Syracuse was purchased
and became our Holy Sanctuary. With the appointment
of Fr. Pawlo Szpiruk in 1968, the parish grew, as did the
need for building a new church complex.

Recognizing this need to raise money, the women
organized themselves into St. Olga’s Sisterhood and started
to make and sell perogies to the general public. This was
a huge success and as a result, a parcel of land was
purchased in 1973. In 1979 a cemetery was established
and construction of the church hall was initiated. The
dreams of the parish were fulfilled when His Eminence
Metropolitan Mystyslaw blessed the new church on
November 3, 1985. Later, the rectory was built in 1986.

It was a big undertaking for our parish to build
the complex, but with God'’s help, anything was possible.
After working at a factory or on a farm all day, the
parishioners would gather at the land and work on making
their dream come true. Most of the work was done by
their precious hands and little by little, the shape of their
plan was forming. It is true that it took time to build, but
we succeeded and most of all, without any debt.

We are very proud of what we have today.
Beautiful golden domes crown St. Luke’s. The hall
accommodates hundreds of people and is the site of
many Ukrainian events in the Syracuse area. There is a

rectory, a cemetery and even an outside pavilion for
outside summer functions. However, we are most thankful
to all of our parents, grandparents and friends that
struggled to make this dream come true so that future
generations have a place to worship.

In May 2007, the church underwent a magnificent
rebirth when Fr. Vasyl was assigned to our parish. Because
of the challenges that people face today and the diverse
cultural backgrounds, there was a need for a change in
our church. As a result, our Divine Liturgy is performed in
both Ukrainian and English and our church choir sings in
both languages. New and young people are joining the
parish and there is a vibrant feeling of growth again.

Today, when one walks into the church hall kitchen,
he would think that he stepped into a beehive. The
sisterhood and brotherhood are working together, making
Ukrainian delicacies such as perogies, holubtsi and different
sweetbreads. Millions of perogies have been sold to raise
money for the needs of the church. By now, everyone
knows that our products are not just delicious, but are
the best in the area.

We may be a small parish, but with a big heart.
This year, we will be celebrating our 58" anniversary. We
have accomplished a lot in a short time. All of this was
done in the name of love to God, His church and the
respect that we have for our parents and grandparent
that made this dream come true. We are alive and vibrant
community, living with great faith in a brighter future for
our unique parish under the patronage of St. Luke.
