Where are vocations to the Holy Priesthood and the monastic life
mainly fostered? In strong Orthodox families. When do these vocations
flourish? When Orthodox families flourish. When do vocations wane?
When Orthodox family life is weak.

If this is true, then whatever we can do to stabilize Orthodox family
life and strengthen family ties among the faithful will promote good
vocations to the service of our Holy Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the
USA.

It is not hard to find reasons for this. After all, whatever else a true
vocation to the priesthood or the monastic life implies, it always means
that a person is called to an above-average practice of virtue in the
following of Christ. Concretely, this means having the humility to work
under authority for the common good. And above all it means having
the charity to give up some of life’s most precious possessions and
prospects out of love for God.

The family is the divinely instituted place for generosity, humility and
charity to first take root and, with divine assistance, to be cultivated
from infancy, through childhood and adolescence, into adult life.

We speak so casually about the call (a vocation) to the Holy Priesthood
or monastic life that we are liable to miss the profound implications of
what we are missing. The grace of vocations needs good soil in which
to be planted, and the proper conditions to develop under God’s care.
There is no soil more necessary and no conditions are more important
than a good family life.

Certainly God is master of His gifts and He can, if He wishes, dispense
with these provisions of nature. Good vocations
have come from very unlikely backgrounds and in
spite of the most adverse home situations. But
these exceptions only prove the rule.

In His Love for humanity, however, the Lord calls
us to this unique way of live and ministry. However,
this call must be nurtured in a certain environment
– a family where generosity as self-sacrifice is
shown to their children and required of them by
the parents; where humility is a way of life because
father and mother exercise their authority with

the practice of prayer and respect for religion that becomes
almost the family atmosphere.

No one who knows what is going on in modern
western society has any illusions about the status of the
family. Irresponsible fathers, absentee mothers, neglected
children, broken homes are becoming commonplace in
one country after another.

We have no choice. We who believe that Christ
is God, believe that He has not neglected His people. But
we must do our part. We must strive by all manner of
means to preserve sound Orthodox Christian values in
the family and restore them where they have been lost.
And we must beg the Lord of the harvest to produce
laborers for His vineyard by providing such families as are
the normal seed-bed of vocations in our Holy Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of the USA.

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“We priests need
priests also.” This expres-
sion was repeated over and
over again at the Clergy
Conference of 2009 which
took place at Antiochian
Village in Ligonier Pennsyl-
vania October 25-28. I heard
this expression for the first
time from Archbishop Ant-
ony, on the day of my
ordination to the Holy
Priesthood. As a newly
ordained priest, it made me
think. Why would I need
other priests? The first
thought was that I might
need to ask them for help,
since I was just ordained or
I would certainly need some
help with the liturgical
rubrics. I also thought it
might be very beneficial for
me to turn for advice to more
experienced priests about
parish responsibilities, to
which I was about to be
appointed. I was really
feeling that it would not be
really necessary to do that
at all, since I have com-
pleted my seminary train-
ing. I am well prepared to
step into the priesthood! I
was wrong. No matter how
well you are trained, you
can’t be prepared for every-
thing. No matter how much
theoretical knowledge you
have, you still need a great
amount of advice from more
experienced priests.

I had not served even a
week as a priest, when I
realized that I do need other
priests and not just for
advice in parish life or
services in the Church. I
realized that I need priests,
or a priest, first of all, for
spiritual guidance a spiritual
father. At my first clergy
conference I was convinced

it is impossible for me to
fully function in my priest-
hood without other priests.
That is right: The spiritual
leader of the community
needs spiritual guidance! I
cannot describe how good I
felt, how uplifting I felt,
spending few days with the
hierarchs and priests in the
environment charged with
spiritual energy. Only a few
months had passed since
my first clergy conference
and I could not wait until the
next one. Not just because I
wanted to feel good for
myself again or that I
needed to feel that thrill
again. I needed the spiritual
energy. I needed to get
charged with the inspira-
tional vigor and replenish my
energy to serve in the Holy
Priesthood of our Lord
Jesus Christ.

My second clergy
conference was this year at
the end of October. I spent a
few days with my fellow
brother priests in prayer and
seminars at the Antiochian
Village in rural Pennsylvania
under the guidance of our
hierarchs, Archbishop Ant-
ony and Bishop Daniel. We
missed the presence of
Metropolitan Constantine,
who planned to be with us,
but he was called to
represent us in meetings
with His All-Holiness Patri-
arch Bartholomew in New
York City during this par-
ticular time. The bishops
offered us magnificent power
point presentations on the
most important aspects of
our priestly ministry.

His Grace Bishop
Daniel in his presentation
about “building up the body
of Christ” (Eph. 4:12-13), re-

flected on the Gospel cen-
tered Church of our Lord,
which is diverse in her
ministry and must spread
the Word of God in a diver-
sity of local environments,
parish backgrounds and
parish practices. He spoke
upon the necessity of the
vibrancy of life in our parish-
es and in their worship and
social interaction. He called
us to realize that the reason
for our ministry/existence is
to serve the Living God and
to share the Love of God,
and our love for Him

Archbishop Antony of-
fered comments on some of
the most important things
that priests must learn
about their life as parish
priests, including concen-
tration on the Holy Gospel of
our Lord, our limitations, the
difficulty of persevering in
our commitment to the Lord,
priestly authority and being
a spiritual father. We must
stand firm in Orthodox
Christian principles, against
the temptations of the world,
in the goodness and talents
of the faithful and the need to
discover them and help
them utilize them, the
importance and power of
prayer, that we will not
always feel loved and living
in humility.

The presentations grew
into vigorous discussions in
which everyone wanted to
express their own feelings
and to inquire about their
own priestly ministry. We
were reminded that we must
always be aware of who we
are and be diligent about
what we are doing in the
Holy Church of Jesus
Christ, remembering His
very words, “From everyone
who has been given much,
much will be demanded and
from the one who has been
entrusted with much, much

more will be asked.” (Luke
12:48). As St. Paul says
reminds us, we must
always rely on each other. “I
long to see you so that I may
impart to you some spiritual
gift to make you strong –
that is, that you and I may be
mutually encouraged by
each other’s faith.” (Romans
1:11-12) The work at God’s
Vineyard is not easy,
especially in this 21st
Century, but with God’s help
and the mutual support of
brother priests we can and
we will continue laboring in
spreading the Good News
and in the salvation of souls.

The theme of hier-
archs’ presentations was
continued in the reflections
on their own experience in
the Holy Priesthood by Frs.
Anthony Perkins, and
Anatoliy Dokhvat. They
showed us how important
the support of brother
priests was on their journey
to the holy priesthood. In his
reflection, “A Soldier’s Walk
Through the ‘Desert’”, Fr.
Anthony, pastor of St.
Michael Parish, Woon-
socket, RI, spoke to us
about his journey as a
member of and later a
consultant to our Armed
Forces, especially in Af-
ghanistan. He spoke of how
fighting spiritual battles
during the most dangerous
of missions in wartime
strengthened him on the
road to the holy priesthood.
To fight those battles, he
searched for spiritual sup-
port, which he received from
fellow soldiers and from a
few principle Orthodox
priests, who enabled him to
answer his call to service
the holy priesthood. Fr.
Anthony’s emotional ac-
count of his desert experi-
ence deeply touched me.

Fr. Anatoliy in his

“A Gathering of Brothers“
by Rev. Vasyl Sendeha
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reflection “A Priest’s Jour-
ney from the Church in
Ukraine to the Church in the
USA” shared with us how in
his hardship of traveling from
Ukraine to the USA. From
the moment he began his
journey to service here in the
USA, he encountered
priests and bishops, without
whose immense support,
he would not have been able
to continue his priestly
ministry. He spoke of the
moments when he was
feeling the most lonely and
fearsome about having even
a place to pray, but found
that God soon provided him
with access to the clergy
who received him warmly
and who then would guide
him over time into the
service he now offers in his
parish of St. Volodymyr,
Millville, NJ.

V. Rev. Robert Holet
presented a reflection on
Stewardship in the Church,
an aspect of the parish and
personal Orthodox Chris-
tian life that we priests must
educate our faithful about.
Fr. Robert’s presentation
was eagerly discussed by
the clergy presence be-
cause of its importance for
any parish’s life. Rev.
Robert remarkably de-
scribed for us with a
powerful presentation about
the movement of Gods’
Gifts,  from Him to and
through us and finally
returned to Him by us in
thanksgiving and glory.
“…For every good and
perfect gift is from above,
coming down from You, the
Father of Lights, and to You
we give glory, thanksgiving
and worship…” (prayer be-
fore the Ambon during
Divine Liturgy. Fr. Robert
invited the clergy to partici-
pate with him in his work as
Director of the Consistory

Office of Stewardship in the
education of our faithful
concerning the all-encom-
passing concept of steward-
ship.

In her reflection “The
Accomplishments of the
Consistory Office of Youth
and Young Adult Ministry”,
Natalie Kapeluck-Nixon
showed us the theories of
this ministry in action. As
she has in years past,
Natalie emphasized the
importance of the parish
priest, the spiritual father, in
the process of educating our
youth and retaining them in
the Church. She stressed
the enormous temptations
that our youth and young
adults are faced with in our
very secular society and
how important it is that we
priests work closely with the
youth of our parishes, not
waiting until they are teen-
agers, because by that time
in this society we could very
well have lost them. Rather,
it is important to work with
them from the womb: First
educating their parents
about how to live an
Orthodox life and how to
allow the parish community
to embrace their families
and for them to embrace the
community. The youth of
our Church are not the
future…they are the present!

Of course, the mo-
ments in prayer are among
the most important for us as
brother priests during the
clergy conference. There is
something very special
about hearing all the priests
singing the liturgical ser-
vices. There is something
special about being part of
that for me. This year’s
services were such special
moments for me and my
brothers. I look forward to
the next time we are able to
gather together.

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As part of the visit of His All-Holiness, Ecumenical
Patriarch Bartholomew I to the United States, he
presided over the 9th Annual Prayer Service for
the United Nations Community on Monday
October 26 at Holy Trinity Archdiocesan
Cathedral in New York City. Prime Hierarchs
of SCOBA, the Standing Conference of
Canonical Orthodox Bishops in the
Americas, and of SCOOCH, the Standing
Conference of Oriental Orthodox Hier-
archs (historically known as non-
Chalcedonian Churches) were in atten-
dance. His Beatitude Metropolitan Con-
stantine attended accompanied by
Stavrophor Priests of the Ecumenical
Throne Protopresbyter Frank Estocin and
Protopriest Michael Kochis.

The Cathedral was filled to capacity with
clergy, hierarchs and faithful from all jurisdictions in
the United States. Following the prayer service, which
was celebrated with chanting in a variety of languages and
traditions representative of the faithful gathered, His All-
Holiness was welcomed on behalf of the United Nations
community with greetings from Secretary General Ban Ki-
Moon. Former Assistant U.S. Secretary of State Strobe
Talbott delivered remarks highlighting the unique role His
All-Holiness has played in raising awareness of an issue of
utmost impor-
tance to all
peoples and
Faiths: The chal-
lenge of a timely
response to the
crisis of global
warming. Follow-
ing the Service,
an agape recep-
tion gave all in
attendance an op-
portunity to share
in fellowship.

On Tues-
day, October 27,
His Beatitude
Metropolitan Con-
stantine, together
with the other
SCOBA Pri-
mates, had a
private audience
with His All-Holi-
ness Ecumeni-

cal Patriarch Bartholomew.
During this private audience

His All-Holiness shared
with them the desire of

World Orthodoxy for
the swift healing of
every canonical
anomaly that has
arisen from his-
torical circum-
stances and pas-
toral requirements,

such as in the so-
called Orthodox Di-

aspora, with a view to
overcoming every pos-

sible influence that is
foreign to Orthodox ec-

clesiology. The Ecumenical
Patriarchate has proposed to

convene Pan-Orthodox Consultations
within the coming year 2009 on this subject, as well as for
the continuation of preparations for the Holy and Great
Council.

His All-Holiness concluded his remarks by stating
“Therefore, beloved brothers in the Lord, let the order of the
Church be observed perfectly among you, beginning and

ending always with the commandment –
new and divine – that we have received from
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ: Love one
another. Everything else that we attempt –
even with all our skill and might – will come
to naught if love does not reign supreme
among us all. With these words we leave
each of you with our Patriarchal and paternal
blessing, invoking upon you the grace of
God and His infinite mercy.”

Following this private audience, the Prime
Hierarchs, other SCOBA and SCOOCH
Hierarchs, and the leaders of other local
religious communities were guests at a
luncheon hosted by His Eminence
Archbishop Demetrios. In a private
discussion, His Beatitude Metropolitan
Constantine, ever-concerned with the well-
being of Ukrainian Orthodoxy, presented
once again to His All-Holiness the issues of
the current disunity of the Church in Ukraine
as well as the most recent uncanonical
incursion by the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church- Kyivan Patriarchate into the life of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the USA.

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It did not take long during a
conversation with Attorney Swiatoslaw
Kybaluck to come to the conclusion that
our Holy Ukrainian Orthodox Church –
the Church to which his parents and their
parents for generations devoted their lives
– was central to his l ife as well .
Swiatoslaw – or Gerard, as his friends
and colleagues knew him – was devoted
to his parents – Professor Neophit and
Maria Kybaluck – and cherished their
influence on his own life to a degree that
is seldom seen in today’s world.  In fact,
when he spoke to Archbishop Antony over
the years about his desire to offer a gift
to our Holy Church, it was absolutely
primary to him that his parents be
memorialized by that gift, rather than he,
himself.

That gift, bequeathed to the Church through
Swiatoslaw’s last will and testament, became the largest
estate ever inherited by our Church and included a financial
bequest, his home, cars and his vast music/audio collections
and system. The proceeds were to be divided – with one-
half dedicated the maintenance of St. Andrew Memorial
Church and our Metropolia Center and one-half dedicated
to the Historical and Educational Complex presently under
construction at the Center.  These funds will be utilized
for construction, research and to purchase and publish
books, etc., as directed by Mr. Kybaluck and will serve as
a living memorial to him and especially to his parents.
The entire 1600 square foot environmentally controlled
exhibit space and environmentally controlled storage
facility of our new museum will be dedicated to them,
when the History and Education Complex is completed
and blessed.  A special permanent exhibit will be located
in this space depicting aspects of the lives of Swiatoslaw,
Professor Neophit and Maria.

Swiatoslaw was born on 15 May 1928 in the city
of Dubno, Volyn, in Ukraine.  Both of his parents were
descended from generations of well-established Ukrainian
patriots.  His father, Neophit Jakovych Kybaluck, was a
professor and a lawyer of Church Canon Law, a journalist
and a very active community, church and political activist.
During the struggles for Ukrainian independence in the
early twentieth century, he was appointed by the head
of the Ukrainian government, Symon Petlura as the State
Inspector of high schools in Zhytomyr, Ukraine.  In Volyn,
he organized the “Prosvita” center and was a candidate
for the Polish Seim (Parliament).  For his educational work
about his nation, he was arrested and stripped of his

citizenship and the right to live in Ukrainian territory.  He
was forced to emigrate with his family to Poland and
ended up in the city of Lublin.

Maria Fedorivna Kybaluck, a daughter of the well-
established Yepishov family, was of great assistance to
her husband in his work and with their combined financial
resources they supported the Ukrainian national movement
and the growth of the Ukrainian Autocephalous Orthodox
Church.  Maria was deeply involved in Ukrainian women’s
organizations and his father eventually became the first
“lay” secretary to the Synod of Bishops of the
Autocephalous Orthodox Church in Europe, after the
Church was forced into emigration.  It was in these
circumstances and this family atmosphere that they raised
and educated their son Swiatoslaw.  They never ceased
impressing upon him the importance of education.

In 1941 as World War II was unfolding, the
Kybaluck family found itself eventually settling in the
German city of Augsburg.  Swiatoslaw completed his high
school education there and was admitted to the faculty
of law at Heidelberg University.  He completed all his
original university studies there, eventually receiving his
first Doctorate – of Jurisprudence (Law).  His father fell
asleep in the Lord in 1948, after years devoted to
numerous Ukrainian community and ecclesiastical causes
– especially as a journalist.  He was honored posthumously
by the government of the Ukrainian National Republic in
Exile in 1975, with a “Voyenjy Khrest” (Military Cross) for
his contributions to the struggle for Ukrainian
independence.  This cross will be displayed in our Museum
in his memory. Neophit was originally interred in a local
cemetery in Augsburg.

In this same year, Swiatoslaw and his mother
immigrated to the United States of America.  The earlier
emphasis of his parents on education drove him to continue
his education in law and he earned two further Doctorates
in additional branches of the legal profession – one at
the University of Chicago and the other at the University
of Wisconsin.  Armed with those three degrees, Swiatoslaw
began his forty-two year long legal career, first in private
practice and finally as a legal analyst for the Allstate
Insurance Company.  His was a very successful career.
That career ended sooner than most legal careers because
of the serious illness of his beloved mother, Maria.  He
stated at the time to his friends that “no one will care
for my mother as well as I can”.  It was an easy decision
for him because his family life was so important to him.
His mother reposed in the Lord in 1992.  She was just as
active in Ukrainian community and church life as her
husband was in Europe – most especially in St. Sophia
Parish and St. Volodymyr Cathedral in Chicago.  She was
the recipient of several “Hramoty” or “Certificates of
Blessing” for her dedication to her Church and Community
from hierarchs like Archbishop Hennadij and Metropolitan
Mstyslav.  She was interred in St. Andrew Cemetery at
our Metropolia Center.  Swiatoslaw brought his father’s
remains to St. Andrew Cemetery in 1998 to rest with his
wife Maria.

Swiatoslaw never married.  He was devoted to
his family and to his career.  He had a deep love for
music and wanted to surround himself with it.  In his
home he built an immense audio sound system, which
turned the home into a virtual concert hall of the highest
quality.  He developed an incredible music collection,
mentioned above, which will become part of our media
center at the Museum in memory of Patriarch Mstyslav
and the Archive and Research Center in memory of
Metropolitan Andrew Kuschak – both components of
our Historical and Educational Complex.  Among the most
joyful moments of Swiatoslaw’s life were his annual visits
to “Soyuzivka”, where he enjoyed the company of friends
from all over the USA and elsewhere.

Over the last several years of his life, until his
repose in the Lord on 23 December 2006, Swiatoslaw
was unable to participate in Church and community life
because of his progressing illness.  The last months of his
life were spent in the hospital, rehabilitation centers and
finally in hospice care.  His friend of many decades,
Engineer Swiatoslaw Lychyk, a long-time member of our
Church’s Metropolitan Council and President of the Parish
Board of Administration in St. Volodymyr Cathedral,
Chicago, was a constant source of support and care for
Swiatoslaw, assisting him with every aspect of his life.

Mr. Lychyk was a confidant and a true brother to Mr.
Kybaluck, for which he was most grateful, as expressed to
Archbishop Antony, during regular conversations over the
last few years of his life – conversations about his spiritual
life, his many and varied opinions about the world and
most especially seeking assurance that his parents would
be properly remembered for their contributions to the life
of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church – in Ukraine, Western
Europe and here in the USA.  He remembered not only his
parents’ devotion to the Church with generous bequests.
He also memorialized them in the establishment of a fully
endowed professorship in the Faculty of Theology or Law
at the National University of Kyiv Mohyla Academy in Kyiv,
Ukraine.

Swiatoslaw was a unique individual who was never
at a loss for words about life and the “way things should
be”.  He will be remembered by all who knew him for his
incredible kindness and generosity, which will help educate
many future generations of Ukrainian and American people
– both in the USA and in Ukraine – about the historical,
cultural, literary and spiritual life of his ancestral homeland
of Ukraine.  He is interred, along with his parents, in Holy
Resurrection Mausoleum beneath St. Andrew Memorial
Church at our Metropolia Center in South Bound Brook,
NJ.  They are commemorated in memorial services during
our annual St. Thomas Sunday Pilgrimage and at other
times throughout the year.

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The founders of St. Mary
    Cathedral in Allentown, PA
  began their immigration to

North America at the end of the 19th

century. Their deep spiritual nature,
rooted in the thousand year old ties
between the Ukrainian people and the
Great Church of Christ in Constanti-
nople, manifested itself in a desire to
worship in their ancient Eastern Rite.
The tragic history of their homeland,
which was then divided between the
Austro-Hungarian and Russian Em-
pires, however, had gradually severed
these ties. Civic and religious freedom
as well as economic opportunities
attracted more and more immigrants
to the New World. The rolling
farmlands, coal-rich mountains, and
developing industry of eastern Penn-
sylvania attracted a large proportion of
this immigration. Large numbers of
Ukrainians began to settle in the First
and Sixth wards of Allentown, PA and

planning began soon thereafter for a
parish for their special spiritual needs.

With this in mind, the hierarchs of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the
USA: Metropolitan Constantine, Arch-
bishop Antony and Bishop Daniel
traveled on October 10-11to Allen-
town, PA to celebrate with hundreds of
pious members of the cathedral
community the centennial of their
dedicated ministry among Ukrainian-
Americans of Lehigh Valley, PA.

The celebration itself began a
year ago, October, 2008, when the
hierarchs and local clergy, along with
the pastor of St. Mary Cathedral, V.
Rev. Myron Oryhon and the faithful,
celebrated an inaugural Divine Liturgy
to mark a year long commemoration of
one-hundred years of prayer and
service. The parish community dedi-
cated itself to a renewal of the
cathedral with a new Holy Altar and
iconography throughout the church.

This year’s celebration began on
Friday evening, October 9, with
Great Vespers, presided over by
His Grace Bishop Daniel and
served by Fr. Myron Oryhon, with
the cathedral choir singing
responses. Bishop Daniel came
from the Metropolia Center of the
UOC of the USA in South Bound
Brook, NJ bearing relics of
Venerable St. Anthony the
Great, which were to be placed in
the newly-consecrated altar on
the following day. The proces-
sion with the relics entered the
cathedral temple and they were
placed in front of the icon of our

Lord and Savior Jesus Christ on the
icon screen awaiting installation
during the consecration of the new
Holy Altar on the following day.

Bishop Daniel greeted the faithful
present at the Vespers, reflecting
upon the life of St. Anthony and calling
upon them to identify themselves with
the zeal and dedication of the holy
saint, in order to inspire the next
generation of Ukrainian Orthodox
faithful in the cathedral community to
carry the torch of Faith in this 21st
Century, during which they will face
the continued secularization of soci-
ety and powerful forces tempting them
to turn their backs on our Lord.

On Saturday morning, October
10, His Beatitude, Metropolitan
Constantine, His Eminence, Arch-
bishop Antony and Bishop Daniel,
assisted by St. Sophia Ukrainian
Orthodox Theological Seminary semi-
narians: Subdeacons Vasyl Pasakas,
Andriy Matlak and Vasyl Dovgan,
arrived at St. Mary Cathedral. The
three hierarchs, assisted by V. Rev.
Myron Oryhon, the pastor of the
cathedral community; Protoresbyter
Frank Estocin, pastor of St. Volody-
myr Cathedral in Philadelphia, PA;
Archimandrite Demetrios from St.
Volodymyr Parish in Pittsburgh, PA;
V. Rev. John Nakonachny of St.
Vladimir Cathedral in Parma, OH; V.
Rev. Yakiw Norton of Holy Ascension
Parish in Clifton, NJ; V. Rev. Bazyl
Zawierucha, pastor of Holy Assump-
tion Parish in Northampton, PA; V.
Rev. Volodymyr Khanas of Protection
of the Mother of God Parish in

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Philadelphia, PA; V. Rev. Yurij Siwko
of St. Andrew Memorial Church in
South Bound Brook, NJ; Protodeacon
Oleh Maletych of St. Andrew Memorial
Church in South Bound Brook, NJ and
Deacon Michael Sawarynski of Holy
Assumption Parish in Northampton,
PA, completed the consecration
service for the new Holy Altar in the
sanctuary and the blessing of the new
iconography, prior to Divine Liturgy.

During the Liturgy, Metropolitan
Constantine, in behalf of the Council of
Bishops of the Ukrainian Orthodox

continue to be in today’s world.
During his sermon, Metropolitan

Constantine reflected upon the spiri-
tual mandate of our Lord that each of
us must fulfill, so that we can indeed
call ourselves that blessed name
“Christians” - Ukrainian Orthodox
Christians of the Holy Mother Church.
He stressed that during the Sacra-
ment of Chrismation each Orthodox
Christian is “branded” as a child of God
and that we are imprinted at that
moment with the knowledge that God
is our Father and the one we must
follow and look up to all our lives, the
One with Whom we must be One as
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ was
One with Him. This is the goal of our
life: To become one with God, loving
Him with all our heart, all our mind and
all our soul. The only way we can truly
“celebrate” this 100th anniversary is to
rededicate ourselves to this goal, in
spite of the temptations of this modern
world.

Following the Divine Liturgy, the
hierarchs, clergy, faithful and guests of
the cathedral community participated
in a centennial banquet. Various
political and community dignitaries
offered their greetings to the cathedral
community, among them U. S.
Congressman, Representative Charles
W. Dent, of the 15th Congressional
District of Pennsylania; PA State
Senator Patrick M. Brown; Joseph F.
Brennan, member of the PA State
Representative; Donald T. Cunningham
Jr.- Lehigh County Executive; Mayor
Edward Pawlowski - City of Allentown.

Fr. Myron Oryhon greeted the
faithful of the cathedral community
commenting on the years of dedica-
tion and hard work of the parish family
and honored various members of the
cathedral family for their dedication

and hard work in the Vineyard of our
Lord. Nicholas Fartuch, President of
the cathedral parish board of adminis-
tration, challenged the community to
rededicate themselves to the ministry
of the Church in order to be a positive
example to the next generation of
pious members of the parish congre-
gation. His Eminence Archbishop
Antony as well as His Grace Bishop
Daniel offered their greetings, calling
upon everyone in attendance to open
their hearts to our Lord, namely
proclaiming the Word of God by daily
actions and sacrifice for the sake of
those who are in need and opening the
doors of their parish and their hearts to
all who seek to know our Lord.

Each person present received a
copy of the centennial commemora-
tive book, which summarized the year-
long celebration: “We the members of
the 100th Anniversary Committee
dedicate this book to our ancestors
who left us not only with a beautiful
parish, but also a love for our Ukrainian
Orthodox Church. With the help of Our
Lord Jesus Christ may we have many,
many prosperous years ahead!”

For the past 712 days (2 years)
the Centennial Committee with it’’s co-
chairs, Terese Masur and Donna
Nevels, have been diligently preparing
for the Centennial Celebration of Sts.
Peter and Paul parish in Palos Park,
IL. The long awaited celebration came
to culmination on October 17 - 18.

The last couple of weeks
everyone, including Church School
children and Jr. UOL chapter mem-
bers, have been working extra hard to
make this celebration a special and a
memorable one.

The Jr. UOL members spruced
up the grounds and cleaned the Holy
Temple for the occasion. The younger
children and their families prepared
handmade posters of 100 symbols for
the parish’’s birthday. Some of the
posters included: cross made of 100
buttons, 100 candles, 100 saints, 100
kind words, 10 commandments 10
times, 100 animals, 100 church words
and many other. The children
processed with their posters in the
fellowship hall following the Divine
Liturgy.

Archbishop Antony, the presi-
dent of the Consistory of the UOC of
the USA joined Bishop Daniel, of the
Western Eparchy to participate in the
centennial celebrations of the parish
family.

For by that
term, the parish and the faithful
members of the community are known
among the faithful of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of the USA and the
local community, in which the parish

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The International Orthodox Christian Charities [IOCC]
has posted suggested precautions to help guard against
infection with the H1N1 [“Swine Flu”] virus.

IOCC, like many here in the US and abroad, has been
monitoring the news about the swine flu outbreak. While the
media can draw attention to an issue, it is often helpful to
have other sources of information. As of April 28, 2009,
there are less than 100 confirmed cases of swine flu here
in the US and no reported fatalities. We would recommend,
however, that you consider implementing the following
actions:
1. Practice good personal hygiene -- The Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) recommends the
following;

Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you
cough or sneeze. Throw the tissue in the trash after using
it.

Wash your hands often with soap and water,
especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based hand
cleaners are also effective.

Suggested
Swine Flu
Precautions

Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth as germs
spread that way.

Influenza is thought to spread mainly person-to-
person through coughing or sneezing by infected people,
so avoid contact with infected people.

If you get sick, the CDC recommends that you stay
home from work or school and limit contact with others to
keep from infecting them.
2. If you have specific questions about your health, call
your physician;
3. Keep in contact with your local health department
– most health departments have informative websites;
4. For additional information on the swine flu, you may
visit the CDC website at www.cdc.gov/swineflu
5. For clergy, lay leaders, and staff of parishes and parish
institutions, you may want to download and review a
planning booklet (www.iocc.org/swineflu) that Lewis
Saylor, who has been working with IOCC on emergency/
disaster planning, co-authored with the Health Department
of Fairfax County, Virginia. The focus of the booklet is to
help church leaders think broadly about the impact of public
health issues. It was written for a broad ecumenical
audience and may be freely reproduced and contextualized
for an Orthodox audience.

Sound medical information, good personal hygiene,
and a calm spirit will help all of us through this evolving
public health outbreak. IOCC will continue to monitor this
situation and contact you if the situation warrants. In the
meantime, please continue to visit our website for further
information at www.iocc.org.
IOCC, founded in 1992 as the official humanitarian aid agency of the
Standing Conference of Canonical Orthodox Bishops in the
Americas, has implemented over 0 million in relief and development
programs in 33 countries around the world.

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Construction on the
Ukrainian Museum of New
Jersey in memory of Patri-
arch Mstyslav I has continued
throughout the summer. The
newest photographs dis-
played on these pages were
taken just days before the
beginning of hoisting the roof
of the building into place. It
has been a fascinating expe-
rience to follow the construc-
tion process. The heavily
insulated walls went into
place and concrete stucco
was applied with a mesh,
which will serve as a founda-
tion for the final stucco
application, also being ap-
plied as you read these
words.

Sometimes from pho-
tographs it is difficult to get a
feeling for the size of the
30,000 square feet building,
but please take note of the
three pictures from up on the
second floor, which give a
perspective of size. They are
three images of Archbishop
Antony taken from the same
spot. The Archbishop is in
three different positions giv-
ing the viewer an impressive
idea of the size of the
building. The second floor
will house the 1800 square
feet environmentally con-
trolled exhibit and storage
area, an 1800 square feet

storage room, a 200 person
capacity conference room
and 10 (6 @ 400 square feet,
2 @ 200 square feet and 2 @
300 square feet) exhibit ar-
eas –– all in addition to 1500
square feet opening in the
center allowing the visitor to
gaze down upon the first floor
2400 square feet primary
exhibit and social area, along
with five additional 400 square
feet exhibit rooms, another
600 square feet conference
room and a 600 square feet
audio and video media cen-
ter. Also on the first floor are a
huge exhibit prep room, HEC
offices, our new ecclesiasti-
cal supply, bookstore and gift
shop and the main lobby.

The aerial photographs
give a comprehensive view of
the entire construction site
and the museum’s proximity
to the Consistory and Library
Center. Please note in the
photo of our entire property –
minus the three large office
buildings on the left – the
beauty of the fall colors,
which enhance the beauty of
our property. The ground
level photographs provide
good views of the details,
which will enhance the exte-
rior of the building. Note that
there are no windows through
which damaging natural light
can affect our collection. We

will have state of the art
lighting in all areas of the
building to properly display
the many artifacts we pos-
sess.

We have reached a very
critical stage in our construc-
tion process. The building
will be completely closed in
for the winter months with
two porticos, which are about
to be constructed, and we will
slowly begin the process of
completing the interior of the
building. Slowly? Yes, VERY
slowly, because we have
come nearly to the end of the
finances we have had avail-
able for construction. We
have been able to purchase
most of the heating and air-
conditioning equipment, but
we do NOT have the financial
resources to install it. In
addition, our plumbing and
electrical work CAN proceed
through the winter months,
IF, we receive contributions
to permit it. We remind all our
readers that the Historical
and Educational Complex is
being built with donated
funds only. We have not and
will not utilize general church
funds for this purpose. There-
fore, if you have been holding
back your contribution until
“construction” is under way –
as we have heard so often –
then NOW is the time to
submit it to us. Our goal is to
hold our grand opening and
dedication of the Historical
and Education Complex,
which includes the Ukrainian
Museum of New Jersey in
memory of Patriarch Mstyslav
I, the Metropolitan Andrew
Kuschak Archive and Re-
search Center, our Library,
Cultural Center and much
more – in the spring of 2012.
Whether or not we meet that
goal is completely up to you!
PLEASE do not delay in
making your contribution, or if
you already have contributed,

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The Church School of
St. Mary’s Nativity of the
Mother of God in New
Britain, CT began its 55th

In addition to the
regular curriculum, the chil-
dren are presently preparing
for the annual St. Nicholas
program on December 6.
The upper grade students
will perform vocal selections
under the direction of Mr.

Bailly, assisted by Mrs.

The Church School
students participate in three
stewardship programs an-
nually. Each class hosts
“Coffee and…” once during
the year, serving our parish
and its scholarship fund.
The second service project
is the collection of new toys
for the disadvantaged chil-
dren of Greater New Britain.
This will run from November
15 to December 6. Finally,
our “Pennies from Heaven”
collections, the almsgiving
activity which serves our
world, extends throughout
Great Lent. This year the
proceeds will go to the
parish Bundles for Ukraine
committee.Last year we
were able to donate $600 to
OCMC in Fr. Gregory’s
memory.

We are anticipating a
busy and rewarding year.

The Bundles for Ukraine group at St. Mary Church in
New Britain, CT has sent box #5232 of aid to needy
recipients in Ukraine. The group of 11 dedicated volunteers
has sent over 4500 pounds of aid this year, for a total of
172,656 pounds since the first shipment 18 years ago. The
aid has included clothing, shoes, bed linens, food, medical
supplies and medical equipment to needy Orthodox
families and parishes. More recently the project has
focused on sending St. Nicholas Day treats of children’s
clothing, shoes, candy and toys to orphanages, children’s
hospitals, and homes for abandoned infants in Lviv
Province, Kherson Province and Kharkiv Province.

Donations of items and money for shipping come from
the generosity of parish members, parish organizations and
friends. All money goes for shipping expenses. The group
has established a network of 32 Orthodox priests in
Ukraine, who oversee the distribution of aid.

Volunteers meet each Thursday to sort and pack
items and wrap boxes. These workers are Alice Andrusia,

“Yes” - Giving our Youth a Chance to Serve
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Expect the Unexpected . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . by Lara Haluszczak

 

You never know what to expect
when you wake up each morning at the
orphanages.  The best advice that I
ever got was to always “expect the
unexpected.”  My experience during
the service of Holy Unction was
definitely far from anything that I could
have expected.

This year in Znamyanka, the
children were anointed just before
bedtime during the Mystery of Holy
Unction service.
I was concerned
that this might be
a huge disruption
because it is
often difficult for
the nannies to
calm the chil-
dren.

We began
with the opening
prayers in Artem,
Vika, and
Ghenia’s room.
Artem got really
excited that we were all in his room to
pray with him and his roommates.  In
the doorway was Seriozha, another
kid who really enjoys praying and our
church services, peeking his head in to
see what we were doing.  After the
beginning prayers, Bishop Daniel and
the team members went from room to
room to anoint each child.

Bishop Daniel gave each team
member a stack of icon cards to hand
out to each child as they were
anointed.  Somehow, I ended up with
most of the icons, and I made sure that
every child got one.  Most kids were in
their bed for the night, so I either
handed them the icon or stuck it
behind their pillow.  As I handed out
each icon card, I leaned over to give the
kid laying there a good night kiss.  I told
them that I loved them and said good
night.

It was a peculiar feeling as we
went room to room because the kids
were actually well behaved and calm,
contrary to what I had anticipated.
They were lying in their beds, and only
the hallway light was shining into the

bedrooms.  As I kissed the kids I could
smell the sweet, perfumed holy oil on
them. The calm mood, dim lighting,
and fragrant scent was a very different
experience in the kids’ rooms,
compared to the bright, unrestrained
and often wild playtime during the day.
 When we got to the last room, the
lights were on and some girls were
struggling with the nanny because
they didn’t want to go to bed.  Shura,

an older girl at
the orphanage,
asked Bishop
Daniel (in Ukrai-
nian) if I could be
her Godmother.
She went with
us to the mon-
astery earlier
that day, and
later she heard
that we were
going to have
baptisms the
next day.  When

Bishop Daniel translated to me what
she said, I was taken aback and
wondered, “why me?”  I looked at her,
and she had this urgent look in her eye
that made me realize that deep down,
she really wanted a Godmother.  At the
time, we didn’t even know if she had
been baptized before or not, and
Bishop Daniel told Shura that we
would have to check if she had already
been baptized.

After Bishop Daniel anointed all
the children, the team members left
the last bedroom.  Since I was still
handing out icon cards I was the last
team member in the room.  Before I
could leave, Oksana, a girl at the
orphanage, came up to me and gave
me a hug, and she wouldn’t let me go.
Normally, Oksana is fickle—she
always wants your attention, but if you
don’t pay attention to her completely,
she gets upset, pouts, and stomps off.
She’ll then ignore you, as if to say “see
how it is when I do it to you?!”  Now,
Oksana had latched on and would not
let go.  The nanny rushed over and
yelled at Oksana.  At first, I thought the

nanny was upset because Oksana
needed to go to bed, but then I realized
that the nanny thought I didn’t want
Oksana to hug me.  When I tried to tell the
nanny that I was okay, she was hesitant,
but then she stepped back.  I could tell
that if Oksana let her guard down and
really wanted to stand there hugging me,
a huge barrier had been broken—and that
I should stand there and just hug her
back.  This was a simple moment, but a
significant one for both Oksana and
myself.  After a few moments, I began to
walk with Oksana wrapped around me
towards her bed, and eventually she
loosened her grip and let me go.

After Oksana let me go, I slid out of
the room before the other children
noticed that I had gone.  As I walked down
the hallway towards the rest of the team
members, I thought about the events of
the evening.  The calm children and good
night kisses, Shura’s request for me to
be her Godmother, and Oksana’s
attachment to me surprised me that
night.  The kids in the orphanages are
simply that: kids.  They want (and need)
the same things as children everywhere.
I kissed about 85 kids good night and
tucked them in, just as had been done for
me every night as a kid.  I realized how
normal these children’s desires are, even
though they might look different, talk a
little different, and maybe can’t leave their
wheelchairs or beds.  They’re children, all
made in the image and likeness of God.

The Editorial Board expresses its sincerest regret over the
printed mistake in July-August edition of our magazine regarding
the information posted on this page about Holy Protection of the
Mother of God Ukrainian Orthodox Parish in Rochester, NY.

During World War II many Ukrainians fled their homeland
and most of them ended up in displacement camps in Germany.
In 1949 the United States opened its doors to these displaced
persons and as a result many Ukrainians arrived in the New
York area during 1950-1951. When they arrived to New York,
they realized that many of the existing Ukrainian Orthodox
Church’s in the area adopted different practices than they were
accustomed to in their native homeland, such as, pews in the
middle of the church, no iconostasis and different liturgical singing.

As a result, newly arrived Ukrainians began to establish
traditional Ukrainian Orthodox parishes. At this same time, in the
early 1950’s, His Eminence Archbishop Palladius (Rudenko)
Archbishop of Krakow, Lemkiv and Lvov came to America.  Shortly
upon his arrival and through the assistance of His Eminence
Archbishop Michael of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of
America, Archbishop Palladius with Archbishop Ihor (Huba) on
October of 1954 formed the Ukrainian Autocephalic Orthodox
Church in Exile, which was in spiritual communion with the
Ecumenical Patriarchate of Constantinople. This Church with
Archbishop Palladius as its representative later became one of
the members of the Standing Conference of the Canonical
Orthodox Bishops in the Americas (SCOBA) in 1960.

In December of 1961, Archbishop Palladius with his flock
found a permanent home in the Williamsburg section of Brooklyn.
The building was built in 1899 in the Beaux Arts style and was
originally used as a Magistrate Court and then later as a bank.
Despite its unique architectural style the building had been
abandoned for some time and as a result significant renovations
were needed. The building needed a new roof, new windows
and extensive interior work. Despite the major work needed to
restore the building a decision was made on September 20, 1961
to purchase the building for $25,000 and to renovate it. Upon
signing the contract the renovation of the building began
immediately and consisted of three phases. The first phase of
the renovation began on October 28, 1961 and ended on March
11, 1962. In the end, forty-eight parishioners put in a total of
2,376 man hours in renovating the narthex, nave and cupola of
the church. With this part of the renovation completed the first
Liturgy was celebrated by Archbishop Palladius on March 11,
1962. The second phase of the renovation began during the

summer of 1962 and
this consisted of reno-
vating the interior part
of the Sanctuary. On
October 14, 1962 this
phase of the renovation
was completed and the
Sanctuary was blessed.
The third and final
phase of the renovation
began in the fall of
1963 and this consisted
of renovating a portion
of the basement area
of the building. This
portion of the basement
was renovated so that
it could be used as a
church hall and this final
major phase of the renovation was completed on January
1964. Upon completion of the three major renovations of the
building, parishioners began to focus on constructing an iconostas
for the church. Boris Makarenko was commissioned by the
church to do the iconography for the iconostas. The completion
of the iconostas took over a year and was then blessed during
a Divine Liturgy on November 27, 1966 by His Eminence
Germanos Metropolitan of Hierapolis of the Greek Orthodox
Archdiocese of America. In addition to painting the iconography
for the iconostas, Mr. Makarenko painted four large fresco
scenes on the lower portion of the dome. These scenes were
The Holy Trinity, the Resurrection, Annunciation, and Theophany.

Our church is also adorned with many different and
beautiful icons. This is due to the efforts of Mitred
Protopresbyter Vitaly Sahaydakivsky who 1980 became the
pastor of our cathedral. Through his generosity he donated
thirty icons which adorn our church to this day. These icons
were painted at St. Onuphrius Monastery at Jablechna in Poland
by Hieromonk Alipiy.

During the late 1990’s the building was once again in
need of repair. The new repairs consisted of putting on a new
roof, rebuilding the sidewalk, the skylight on the dome was
renovated ,stain glass was installed on all the interior windows,
new gutters were installed and the entire building was re-
pointed. In 2007 the decision was made to construct a parish
hall and to completely overhaul the heating, cooling, and
electrical systems of the church. The construction began in
January of 2008 and is scheduled to be completed in May of
2010.

Today the church continues to grow with new
immigrants from Ukraine and is currently under the jurisdiction
of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the U.S.A. - Ecumenical
Patriarchate of Constantinople. The parish is served by V. Rev.
Fr. Wolodymyr Wronskyj. The assistant priest is Fr. Victor
Wronskyj.
