It is with a profound depth
of sadness that we hereby
inform you of the repose, in
the morning of 21 May, 2012
in the 76 year of his earthly
pilgrimage, of His Beatitude
Metropolitan Constantine, the
Ruling Hierarch of the Central
Eparchy and the Primate of our
Ukrainian Orthodox Church of
the USA.

His Beatitude was stricken
with a serious illness just a few
weeks ago and was released
only three days ago from a
local Pittsburgh hospital, which
enabled him to participate in
the celebration of his 40th
anniversary of Archpastoral
ministry among the faithful of our
Holy Ukrainian Orthodox Church
of the USA. This celebration took place at the Dormition of
the Mother of God Ukrainian Orthodox Church in McKees
Rocks, PA with the presence of his brother Ukrainian
Orthodox hierarchs and visiting bishops of other Orthodox
jurisdictions, his family from the United States and his
beloved spiritual children, the clergy and faithful of the UOC
of the USA, South America and Europe.

O God of spirits and of all flesh, Who has trampled
down death; You have overthrown the devil and have given
Life to Your world: now give rest, Lord, to the soul of Your
departed servant Metropolitan Constantine, in a place of
light, a place of refreshment and a place of repose, where
there is no sickness, sighing nor sorrow.

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Biography of His Beatitude
METROPOLITAN GONSTANTIHEG

Metropolitan Constantine,
Primate of the Ukrainian Ortho-
dox Church of the USA fell asleep
in the Lord on Monday 21 May.
The Metropolitan led the Church
since 1993, having succeeded
the late Metropolitan Mstyslav
(Skrypnyk). He was a life-long
resident of his native Pittsburgh,
PA, except for a number of years
serving on parish or hierarchal
assignments in Chicago, IL and |
Troy, NY. But, wherever he was |
he served as an unofficial ambas-
sador and promoter of hishome
town and all of Western Pennsylvania.

Constantine was the Metropolitan's monastic name. In
the secular world he was Theodore Buggan and was born
to parents Stanley and Catherine Buggan on 29 July 1936.
His family home a prayerful one in which he witnessed the
Love of God in action on a daily basis - from caring for the
needy of the community to assisting new immigrants from
Ukraine seeking a better life than they had known under
atheistic regimes in their homeland. That Love spread be-
yond the confines of his home into the life of his beloved
church - St. Vladimir Parish, just across the street from the
family home - where his spiritual nurturing and inspiration
were further developed. From
the earliest days of his life he
heard the priests assigned to
his parish, such as his men-
tor Fr. Theodore Bilecky, pray
during Divine services that our
Lord would call forth young
men to serve His Holy Church
and His faithful people and his
heart and soul opened up to
the Lord's call. He knew from
atender age that his would be
the responsibility to serve at
our Lord's command.

Following his high school
education he enrolled in 1955
at St. Andrew College, the
Seminary of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of Canada,
the only Ukrainian Orthodox
Seminary in the free world at
the time. He found himself
facing an enormous challenge,

especially so far from home and
immersed in a completely new
and unfamiliar surroundings,
where only the Ukrainian lan-
guage was spoken and utilized
in classroom instruction and
daily life. He quickly adapted
to this new situation and suc-
cessfully completed the entire
course of studies with some of
he most renowned Ukrainian
Orthodox scholars and theolo-
gians in the world. In particular,
he was awed by Metropolitan
llarion (Ohienko) one of the
most respected Orthodox theologians in the world, who had
a profound influence on young Theodore's life and entire
priestly service. Metropolitan llarion was so often quoted
by Theodore - Father and Bishop Constantine - that many
who heard him felt that they knew the great Metropolitan
themselves.

After completing studies at St. Andrew College in 1959,
Theodore chose to continue his education by enrolling at
St. Vladimir Seminary in New York, where he once again was
exposed to some of the greatest of Orthodox theologians
who were confounded by the abilities and talents of this
young Ukrainian student and the certainty of his belief that
he would one day be a bishop
of Christ's Holy Church. In fact,
there were three students at
the seminary at the time who
eventually became Metropoli-
tans - our own Constantine and
two others from the Orthodox
Church in America - Theodo-
sius and Vladimir.

Theodore decided to con-
tinue his graduate education
at Duquesne University, just
across the river from his home
in downtown Pittsburgh, earn-
ing his Bachelor's Degree in
1965. He was able here to
remain close with his family
and began his association with
the Ukrainian Orthodox League
of the USA and was eventually
ordained as a Subdeacon by
Metropolitan John (Theodorov-
ich) the first Metropolitan of our
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St. Nicholas parish in Troy, NY was Fr. Theodore's first
parish assignment in 1968 as a pastor on his own. This
was a match made in heaven and his relationship with
the faithful entrusted to his care was a loving one, which
sustained him throughout not only his priestly life, but all
through his hierarchal service to our Lord. Here he also
spent enormous amounts of time with the youth of the par-
ish, educating them and through them, their parents, thus
completely changing the spiritual character of the parish
family. He was beloved by the parish board of administra-
tion, the sisterhood, the church choir, the church school,
which molded his character more completely - convincing
him of the necessity of reaching out to people when and
where they needed it - even when they sometimes thought
that they did not need it. His parish life caused him to begin
questioning what he thought was his path to consecration
as a bishop. His humility grew and he felt that he could be
happy and content to nourish this family forever.

Such was not the Will of God, however, and Fr. Theo-
dore was called by our hierarchs Metropolitan John and
Archbishop Mstyslav and the Sobor (General Council) of our

Holy Church. During this time Theodore also began his ten
year long chairmanship of the Clergy Candidate Commis-
sion of the Ukrainian Orthodox League of the USA, which
administers the Metropolitan John Scholarship awarding
scholarships to theology students from our Ukrainian
Orthodox Church.

Finally, on 23 July 1967, Theodore was ordained to
the Holy Priesthood in his home parish of St. Vladimir in
Pittsburgh by Metropolitan John (Theodorovich). He was
immediately assigned as assistant pastor to his mentor -
Fr. Theodore Bilecky - who was then pastor of St. Vladimir
Cathedral, Chicago, IL. He spent nearly two years learning
at the feet of a man he dearly loved along with Matushka
Nina, wife of Fr. Bilecky, who was just as influential as her
husband on the newly ordained priest. Fr. Theodore worked
closely with the youth of the parish, establishing a chapter of
the Ukrainian Orthodox League and a developing the par-
ish's weekly radio broadcast to the thousands of Ukrainian
Orthodox faithful in Chicagoland. All those young people
remained his “kids” and “students” throughout their and
his lives — even though many of them were very close to
him in age.

Church to candidacy for the holy episcopate. He was ton-
sured as a monasticin his parish in 1971 and given the name
Constantine, by his tonsuring bishop, Archbishop Mstyslav.
On 7 May 1972, Monk Constantine was consecrated in St.
Vladimir Ukrainian Orthodox Cathedral, Philadelphia, PA as
the first American born bishop of the Ukrainian Orthodox
! Church of the USA. It was an enormous step in the life of our
Church, which proved to be most positive when the young
Bishop Constantine won the hearts and love of those who
| had resisted the idea of electing a third generation American
Ukrainian individual as bishop.

His Grace, Bishop Constantine, became the Bishop
of Chicago and found himself once again united with his
life-long mentor, Protopresbyter Theodore Bilecky, but now
as Fr. Theodore’s superior. The Bishop set out to build the
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Chicago See and to unite all
Ukrainian Orthodox Chris-
tians in true commitment
to our Lord and faithful in
their desire to not only pre-
serve our specific Ukrainian
Orthodox spirituality, but to
enhance it and pass it on
intact to successive genera-
tions. The Bishop's work was
not confined to the Chicago
area. He visited parishes
throughout the USA, Eu-
rope, Australia and South
America representing our :
church welland encouraging FEEE i a2 -
the faithful in all places - alvvays concentratmg on the youth
and their role in the future of the Church.

In addition to all this, Bishop Constantine conducted
retreats for youth and young adults throughout the USA
- especially involving the Education Commission of the
Ukrainian Orthodox League. He was instrumental in the
establishment of St. Sophia Seminary, which opened its
doorsin 1975 and the UOL effort to purchase campgrounds
in Western PAin 1977 to conduct our own youth and young

adult encampments. For his devoted service, Bishop Con-
stantine was elevated to the rank of Archbishop in 1987.

In 1989 the world changed when the Soviet Union
collapsed and in 1990 Ukraine became declared inde-
pendence. Archbishop Constantine traveled to Ukraine
on numerous occasions working tirelessly for the unity of
the Church there and developing the relationship with our
Church here in the USA. He was elevated to the rank of
Metropolitan - nominated by then Primate, Metropolitan
Mstyslav, at the Church's regular Sobor in 1992. In 1993,
following the death of then Metropolitan Mstyslav, who also
served in his final years as Patriarch of a reborn Church in
independent Ukraine, Constantine was elected as Primate
of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the USA.

In 1994 the Metropolitan was invited, along with
Archbishop Antony, to the Ecumenical Patriarchate of Con-
stantinople to discuss the renewal of the more than one
thousand year old relationship to the Patriarchate, from

where Ukraine received and
was baptized into Orthodox
Christianity in 988. These
discussions resulted in the
reception of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of the USA
as a jurisdiction under the
omophorion of the Ecumeni-
cal Patriarch, thus return-
ing Ukrainian Orthodoxy
to its rightful place in world
Orthodoxy. In 1996, he
presided over the final and
long awaited unification of
the two Ukrainian Orthodox
jurisdictions in the USA - the
UOC in America and the UOC of USA into our Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of the USA. He served as Primate of our
Church on SCOBA - the Standing Conference of Canonical
Orthodox Bishops of America - from 1995 through 2010,
when SCOBA evolved into the new Assembly of Bishops,
which includes all Orthodox hierarchs, rather than just the
heads of churches.

In addition to his responsibilities as Prime Hierarch of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church, Metropolitan Constantine
served for 25 years as Rector and Chairman of the Board
of Trustees of St. Sophia Seminary and lectured at the
Seminary and various retreats several times a year. He
participated in the youth and young adult encampments
at All Saints Camp, Emlenton, PA, since its inception 30
years ago. He was directly responsible through his efforts
to find a sponsor for the long awaited construction of St.
Thomas Chapel at All Saints Camp which he consecrated
with his brother hierarchs in the summer of 2008 on All
Saints Sunday, the thirtieth anniversary of the camp’s ex-
istence. He served as the Spiritual Father of the Ukrainian
Orthodox League of the USA for 35 years and as Chairman
of the Commission on Liturgy for the Assembly of Canonical
Orthodox Bishops of North and Central America since its
inception in 2010.

Metropolitan Constantine will be remembered above
all for his love for the youth. Throughout his 45 years of
priesthood, he continually reminded the adults of the need
to pay attention to their children and to bear the responsibil-
ity as parents of raising
them up in the faith,
serving as loving exam-
ples for them. He leaves :
behind his sister Daria
Mazur, also of Pitts-
burgh, several nieces
and nephews and many
beloved faithful who
will miss him dearly. He
was preceded in death
by his parents Stanley
and Catherine, as well
as a brother, Joseph
Buggan.

As the first day of the
week was just beginning
and the faithful of the
Church were getting ready for the week of labor, leading
to a long weekend, commemorating the sacrifices of the

On Wednesday af-
ternoon, Archbishop Ant-
ony and Bishop Daniel,
accompanied by the local
clergy of Pittsburgh Dean-
ery gathered at Vladimir
S. Corba funeral home in
Carnegie, PA for a Rite of
Washing and Vesting of the
Metropolitan. The clergy

On Thursday, May 24, 2012, Archbishop Antony and

news about the Metropolitan's repose began to travel and
quickly reached the parishes across the country and in
Ukraine, Europe, Australia, New Zealand and Brazil. The
first memorial service for the Metropolitan was served in
Pittsburgh, PA by the pastor of Metropolitan's home parish
of St. Vladimir, Very Rev. Fr. John Haluszczak, in hospital with
the Metropolitan's family members present. At Metropolia
Center of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the USA, His
Eminence Archbishop Antony, His Grace Bishop Daniel and
the entire staff of the Consistory gathered at the Three Holy
Hierarchs Chapel of St. Sophia Seminary for a memorial
Lytia for the repose of the soul our newly departed Primate.
At the conclusion of the prayer service both hierarchs
shared their reflections about the Metropolitan’'s ministry
in the life of the Church, especially during the 40 years of
his episcopal service. Immediately following the memorial
service the bishops left for Pittsburgh in order to make
final arrangements for Metropolitan Constantine’s funeral.

. Archbishop Antony reflected upon his personal friendship

with the Metropolitan and the impact that his ministry had
on the faithful of the Church and the family members in
attendance.

The physical remains of Metropolitan Constantine
were brought to St. Vladimir Ukrainian Orthodox Church
in Pittsburgh, PA on Friday afternoon, May 25, 2012. They
were carried into the church by the clergy who Metropolitan
Constantine ordained through the years of his episcopal
service. Following the short Memorial service, His Grace
Bishop Daniel offered remarks about the ministry of the
Metropolitan, who touched thousands of lives by his
ministry, his personal character and his ability to bring the
message of Christ to life for the faithful.

On Friday afternoon, His Grace Bishop Melkesedek
of Pittsburgh Diocese of the Orthodox Church of America,
accompanied by the local OCA clergy served a Memorial

(Emeritus) Basil Losten of the Stamford Eparchy, Ukrainian
Catholic Church of the USA and Bishop John Bura, head
of the Parma Eparchy of the Ukrainian Catholic Church of
the USA.

His Eminence Metropolitan Yuriy of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of Canada offered his prayerful reflection
in Ukrainian language on the life of Metropolitan Constantine
of Blessed Memory, stating that the Metropolitan presided
over the Church in early years of Ukrainian Orthodox
Church in the world struggling for its independence in the
post-Soviet environment.

To the Lord's question, “Theodore, do you love
me?" the priest Theodore answered from the depths of
his heart: “Lord you know everything; you know that I love
you.” The love of Christ was the only real “force” in the life
of our beloved Metropolitan. Anyone who ever saw him
pray, who ever heard him preach, knows that. Thanks to

| his being profoundly rooted in Christ, he was able to bear

the burden which transcends mere human capability: that

| of being the shepherd of Christ's flock, his UOC of the USA.”

Bishop Daniel concluded his remarks with the words: “Good

| bye my consecrator, my brother and spiritual father.”

In conclusion of the service, His Eminence Archbishop

entire Orthodox world, in the repose of Metropolitan

On Saturday morning, a dozen of clergy — the pastors
present from the cathedrals of the UOC of the USA across
the USA, who would serve at Divine Liturgy, accompanied
by the 50 other clergy present, lead a procession of the
hierarchs into St. Vladimir for Archpastoral Divine Liturgy
and a conclusion of funeral services for Metropolitan
Constantine. Celebrating the Liturgy were His Eminence
Archbishop Antony, His Eminence Metropolitan Yuriy of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada (UOCC), His
Eminence Metropolitan Savas of the Greek Orthodox
Metropolis of Pittsburgh, PA, His Grace Bishop llarion and
His Grace Bishop Andriy of the UOCC; His Grace Bishop
Daniel and His Grace Bishop Melkesedek of OCA.

His Eminence Archbishop Antony, who, as per the
Constitution of the UOC of USA, assumed the leadership of
the Church as Locum Tenens of the Metropolitan’s See, spoke
emotionally about his long association with Metropolitan
Constantine during his very personal and spiritually uplifting
sermon. He was the first priestly ordination of the newly
consecrated Metropolitan Constantine nearly 40 years
ago. He reminded the hierarchs, clergy and faithful present
that they all were the “seal” of Metropolitan Constantine’s
entire episcopacy - that through all present his ministry
would continue on for generations to come. He spoke of
the love Metropolitan Constantine had for “preaching”,
whether at the Amvon or simply sitting with a small group
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of people “testing” their knowledge of the faith by asking
questions, to which he never heard a wrong answer - but
perhaps one that needed to be expanded upon for spiritual
and dogmatic clarity. He spoke of the Metropolitan's deep
seated need for “preaching, teaching and reaching for” the
souls entrusted to his spiritual care. He spoke of the way in
which the Metropolitan’s life would fill up with visible light
and happiness every time he had the opportunity to be with

| the youth at All Saints Camp and the Ukrainian Orthodox

League conventions. He shared the joy experienced by
Metropolitan Constantine when he knew that he was “on”
during a sermon or a talk at a spiritual retreat and how his
visible being changed when he simply opened himself to the
guidance of the Holy Spirit, which, as the Metropolitan had
often stated, he was not always willing to do and when he
did not how he suffered the consequences. The Archbishop
expressed that he and his brother - Metropolitan
Constantine - would join together again as they approach
our Lord at the great and final judgment.

Hundreds of people received the Holy Eucharist
from four chalices during the Memorial Divine Liturgy and
gathered later to participate in the memorial luncheon

in a honoring the life of their Metropolitan following
the Liturgy. Among the speakers at the luncheon were:
Metropolitan William Skurla of Byzantine Catholic Church;
Bishop Melkesedek of OCA; Fr. Michael Smolynec from
Ukrainian Orthodox Eparchy of Australia and New Zealand;
Archbishop Ihor Isichenko of Kharkiv and Poltava, Ukraine; V.
Rev.]John Nakonachny, Pator of the Metropolitan's Cathedral
of St. Vladimir in Parma, OH; Alya Kocelko, who spoke of
the Metropolitan from the point of view of a great-niece
and family member - from her youngest childhood days to
adulthood and finally, Daria Mazur, the Metropolitan’s sister,
who thanked all present for the ways in which they touched
the life of her brother. She spoke of the visible joy she
witnessed in him upon returning home from a day at camp
with his youth and her own personal joy at hearing from
many of the people present at the funeral services about
the blessings the believe they received from her brother.

The day concluded with the interment service at St.
Vladimir parish cemetery, where the physical remains of
Metropolitan Constantine were laid to rest next to his
beloved family - parents Stanley and Catherine and brother
Joseph.

On this Ascension Day, and on the eve of Metropolitan Constantine’s funeral, please receive these personal words of
condolence and spiritual eternal memories upon the sad and unexpected repose in the Lord of our beloved Metropolitan
Constantine.

A week ago, two European delegations - Mitred V.R.Vitalij Derewianka, with sons Pavlo, lvan and grandson llia
from the Metropolitan’s Stavropegic Sobor in Genk, Belgium and | from the UAOC diocese in Great Britain set off to the
Metropolitan's home of Pittsburgh to accept the kind invitation to the 40th anniversary of the Metropolitan's Episcopacy.

Having returned home ourselves, we reflect in prayer upon this journey of joy and sadness, now seeing and
believing that we were called to and entered a road that needed to be traveled even by the Metropolitan Himself,
believing that the “ Greater the Light - the Greater the Shadow “.

We crossed “the pond” into these Heavenly steps and the Road to be travelled. We packed and brought with us our
simple gifts of love for our spiritual Father Metropolitan Constantine.

Recognizing the special and high monastic name chosen by the Metropolitan which was also referred to by the
Ecumenical Patriarch in His greeting, we thought upon the need of special gifts for our Metropolitan and through a vision
an Icon from Mount Athos of the Great Emperor Constantine was commissioned. At Friday's Thanksgiving Service, and
from Kyiv, was gifted a Guardian Angel triptych whilst a golden icon-pair of the Christ the Saviour and the Mother of
God was also gifted at the end of the Jubilee dinner, during which the Icon of Constantine was presented whilst the V.R.Fr.
Vitalij presented amongst his many gifts, an ancient Orthodox Cross.

On Friday mid-day a large restless bird was seen outside in the roof window corner of Room 410 at the Clarion Hotel,
which flew away speedily to the ground, flew back to the window making much noise, then quietly flew away quietly, —a
sign from Ukrainian folk-lore that announces and calls Souls and the Spirit away from this world?

On Sunday we had the personal pleasure to visit the Metropolitan at the house of His niece where the Metropolitan
was in high spirits, and called us to Him, where at His feet and on our knees we heard the Metropolitan’s visions of the
future, during which we thanked Him for His blessings, recent elevation and Spiritual care, not knowing that we were
hearing His last Testament.

Then, again not knowing or believing that our calling would be the final farewell, we departed asking the Metropolitan
for blessing and prayers and to hear His final earthly words to me, “ Pray for Me Father Bohdan”, as the Metropolitan
full of Life and Happiness left to return to His Home, - to repose in the Lord on Monday morning 271st May, which by
the Julian Calendar is the Holy name day of the Holy Equals-to-the-Apostles Emperor Constantine (337) and Helena, his
mother (327).
